Corson County Commission Proceedings                                                February 3, 2009

The Corson County Commissioners met at the Courthouse on April 5, 2011.   Commissioners Shawn Hinsz and Don Pazie were in attendance when Vice Chairman Mike Mickelson called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.  For medical reasons, Steve Keller was not in attendance.  Darren Bauer arrived at 10:30 a.m. 
Approve Minutes
All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Hinsz, to approve as published the minutes of the March 1 meeting.

Executive Session

All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Hinsz, to enter executive session at 9:13 a.m. to discuss legal matters.  Vice Chairman Mickelson declared out at 9:34 a.m.

Highway Report

Superintendent BJ Schell introduced DeAnn Webb who has accepted a position as the highway department secretary due to the resignation of Mary Ann Johnson on March 25.  Consensus was to acknowledge the full-time employment of DeAnn Webb beginning March 21 for $9.50 per hour with a six month probation period.
Schell also reported on equipment maintenance, Joe Leaf Crossing, Mallard Dam Bridge, and problem road conditions caused by melting snow.  Consensus was to authorize Schell to purchase a retriever to get gravel from the ditches back on to the surface of the road.  

Probation Completed

All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Hinsz, to increase, considering his prior experience, the wage of Lyle Geigle by $0.50 per hour having satisfactorily completed probation.

Overweight Permits 

Highway Superintendent Schell presented the following for its first reading:

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISING OVERWEIGHT VEHICLE PERMITS FOR 
COUNTY ROADS IN CORSON COUNTY

Be it ordained by Corson County for the purpose of protecting county roads in Corson County:
Article I – Overweight Vehicles Prohibited:

No one may operate a motor vehicle on the county roads in Corson County in excess of the maximum weight or size set by state law in SDCL Chapter 32-22, unless the operator has first obtained a permit from the Corson County Highway Superintendent, or his/her designee, to allow the operation the motor vehicle at such weight or size.

Article II – Single Trip Permit Authorized:

The Corson County Highway Superintendent, or his/her designee, may issue a single trip permit to allow the operation of a motor vehicle on the county roads in Corson County in excess of the maximum weight or size set by state law in SDCL Chapter 32-22.  The Corson County Highway Superintendent, or his/her designee, may issue the single trip permit by means of facsimile transmission (fax).  The permit issued by the Corson County Highway Superintendent, or his/her designee, shall designate the county roads upon which the permitted vehicle may operate.  The request for a permit to exceed the maximum vehicle weight limit or size must be made at least twenty-four (24) hours in advance.  
Article III – Grounds for Permit:

The Corson County Highway Superintendent, or his/her designee, shall follow the State Statutes (SDCL Chapter 32-22) and Administrative Rules (ARSD 70:30:01) in deciding whether to issue a permit to the operator of a motor vehicle to exceed the maximum vehicle weight limit or size.  

Article IV – Permit Fee:

The single trip permit shall be issued for a fee in advance in the amount as follows:



Gross Weight of Vehicle




Permit Fee
1.  Eighty thousand pounds to one hundred thousand pounds

$100.00
2.  Over one hundred thousand pounds but less than one 

      hundred fifty thousand pounds 





$150.00

3.  One hundred fifty thousand pounds and over



$200.00

Due to road sensitivity at different times of the year, permits may be suspended at any time at the discretion of the Corson County Highway Superintendent, or his/her designee.

Article V – No Permits During Seasonal Load Limit Postings:

No overweight or over width permits will be issued during seasonal load limit postings.  The Corson County Commissioners may waive this restriction if they deem it necessary for the protection of public safety, health, or welfare.  All bridge postings will be strictly adhered to. 
Article VI – Operation Only on Designated Roads:

The transportation of overweight loads authorized by this Ordinance shall be undertaken only on county roads designated on the issued permit.

Article VII – Operation Only According to Terms of Permit:
The transportation of overweight loads in violation of the terms of an Overweight Permit shall render the permit void except as to the permit holder’s liability for damages and indemnification.

Article VIII – Possession of Permit During Operation:

The issued permit, including a permit issued by way of facsimile transmission (fax), or a copy thereof, must be in the possession of those utilizing the permit during all periods of operation.

Article IX – Maximum Penalties for Unauthorized Operation:  

The transportation of overweight load without a permit or in violation of the specific terms of a permit is punishable by a maximum fine of two hundred dollars ($200.00), in addition to any other civil or criminal penalties provided by law.

Article X – Liability:
The possession of an overweight permit shall not relieve the applicant of civil liability and responsibility for personal injury or property damage which may occur in connection with the movement of the permitted vehicle, including the liability for damage to roads, bridges, signs or other highway structures. 

Article XI – Administration:
The issuance of overweight vehicle permits shall be administered and supervised by the Corson County Highway Superintendent who shall have authority to adopt rules and regulations for the issuance and use of such permits, which rules and regulations shall be approved by the Corson County Commission.

Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Mickelson, seconded by Pazie, to vacate the road and give Standing Rock Sioux Tribe thirty (30) days to take possession of the Crossing or the County will find a willing buyer.  Bogue will draw up the paper work required for vacating the road. 
Executive Session
All voted in favor of a motion by Mickelson, seconded by Hinsz, to enter executive session at 10:53 a.m. to discuss personnel.  Chairman Bauer declared out at 11:04 a.m.

Courthouse Building Report

Consensus was to compensate Don Kramer mileage at the state rate to repair the flawed compressor so that it functions properly.  States Attorney Bogue will send notification.  
Abatement

All voted in favor of a motion by Mickelson, seconded by Pazie, to abate taxes in the amount of $430.94 on a mobile home located on Lot 12 Block 7 NWT, McLaughlin City.  The structure had been removed before the assessment date. 

Extension

Clint Clark and Ruth Schmeichel met with the Commission to discuss the future of the

Extension Service due to the budget cuts at the state and federal levels.  
Travel Authorization

With some reservations, consensus was to approve county officials’ attendance at the spring workshop in Pierre on May 18-20 and deputy attendance at the deputy workshop in Pierre on June 22-23.

Webpage
Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Mickelson, seconded by Hinsz, authorizing Carey Arnold to proceed to set up a Corson County webpage.

Good Friday
Consensus was to grant 8 hours of administrative leave for full-time employees April 22 as proclaimed by Governor Daugaard.

Equalization
Director Brian Dreiske informed the Commission that the County Board of Equalization will open on April 12 consolidated with the cities of McLaughlin and Morristown. 
Cash Balance
Pursuant to SDCL 7-21-18.1, the total unreserved, undesignated fund balance of the general fund of the county as of March 31, 2011 is $450,366.43.30 which is 27.22% of the total general fund appropriations.

Weed & Pest
Weed and Pest Commissioner representative, Bauer reported that Loyson Carda has accepted the position of Weed and Pest secretary/treasurer at the rate of $11.50 per hour.  All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Hinsz, to approve the appointment of the Weed Board.
