The Corson County Board of Commissioners met at the Courthouse on August 2, 2011.   Chairman Darren Bauer called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Shawn Hinsz, Steve Keller, and Don Pazie present.  Mike Mickelson was not in attendance.
Approve Minutes
All voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Pazie, to approve, as published, the minutes of the July meeting.

Weed & Pest

Amy Schriock reported to the Commission regarding the work she has done and projects in progress.  She also discussed equipment and noxious weed control issues. 
Highway Report

All voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Pazie, authorizing the chairman to sign two project applications presented by Highway Superintendent Benny Joe Schell. 

Schell reported his plan for gravel hauling, mowing and road repair.  The back hoe is being repaired; the courthouse generator has been serviced.  Consensus was to solicit propane bids to be reviewed at the September meeting.  Applications are being taken for a full time highway position in the McLaughlin area.

Pazie made a motion, seconded by Hinsz, to purchase rock to be used as needed for road repair. All in favor.   
Utility Permits

All voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Hinsz, authorizing the chairman to sign a utility permit with West River Telecommunications Cooperative for “buried communication line encroaching a county road….”  
Joe Leaf Crossing

No one appeared at 10:00 for the hearing to vacate Joe Leaf Crossing and portions of the adjoining road.  Pazie made a motion, seconded by Keller to adopt the following resolution:

RESOLUTION AND ORDER

CORSON COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA, COUNTY COMMISSION

WHEREAS, Len Douglas Hofer and other registered voters of Corson County, South Dakota, filed a petition with this commission on or about the 6th day of June, 2011, requesting vacation of a part of a public road and structure under the County Highway Systems described below:

 1. That portion of a road, commonly known as Joe Leaf Road, although not maintained by Corson County but originally constructed by the County, which may be considered a

county highway pursuant to SDCL 31-3-1 and numbered 19N, commencing in Section

20, Township 21 North, Range 24 EBHM, thence South approximately one-half (½) mile

into and through Section 29, Township 21 North, Range 24 EBHM, thence South

approximately one-half (½) mile into and through the North1/2 of Section 32, Township

21 North, Range 24 EBHM, and thence South approximately less than one-quarter (¼)

mile into and through the NW1/4 of Section 33, Township 21 North, Range 24 EBHM,

and thence South one-half (½) mile into and through the South (½) of Section 32,

Township 21 North, Range 24 EBHM, and thence South approximately one (1) mile into

and through Section 4, Township 20 North, Range 24 EBHM to the southeast corner of

said Section; and

2. Structure number 16-406-147, commonly known as Joe Leaf Crossing, situated in the

NE1/4 of Section 32, Township 21 North, Range 24 EBHM.

WHEREAS, this Commission set a date of August 2nd, 2011, for a public hearing on said petition and published notice of said hearing in a legal newspaper for the County for two (2) consecutive weeks as required by law; and 

WHEREAS, a public hearing on said petition was held on the 2nd day of August, 2011, in the Commissioner’s Room at the Corson County Courthouse, McIntosh, South Dakota, at 10:00 a.m. (MDT); and

WHEREAS, it appears to be to the best public interest that certain of such roads and structure be closed, now therefore it is 

ORDERED that the following described portions of the County Highway System be vacated and closed:

1. That portion of a road, commonly known as Joe Leaf Road, although not maintained by Corson County but originally constructed by the County, which may be considered a

county highway pursuant to SDCL 31-3-1 and numbered 19N, commencing in Section

20, Township 21 North, Range 24 EBHM, thence South approximately one-half (½) mile

into and through Section 29, Township 21 North, Range 24 EBHM, thence South

approximately one-half (½) mile into and through the North1/2 of Section 32, Township

21 North, Range 24 EBHM, and thence South approximately less than one-quarter (¼)

mile into and through the NW1/4 of Section 33, Township 21 North, Range 24 EBHM,

and thence South one-half (½) mile into and through the South (½) of Section 32,

Township 21 North, Range 24 EBHM, and thence South approximately one (1) mile into

and through Section 4, Township 20 North, Range 24 EBHM to the southeast corner of

said Section; and

2. Structure number 16-406-147, commonly known as Joe Leaf Crossing, situated in the

NE1/4 of Section 32, Township 21 North, Range 24 EBHM.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that this Resolution and Order be printed in the minutes of the meeting of the Board and be published once a week for two (2) consecutive weeks, and that such road and structure shall be, after a lapse of thirty (30)days, vacated without further proceedings and set forth in SDCL 31-3-9.

Courthouse Building Report

No contract has been signed with Dave Lipp Construction for needed repairs and building completion.  The security system and generator maintenance were discussed.  
Contract Law Enforcement

Sheriff Keith Gall reported to the Commission regarding the proposal for contract law enforcement with the City of McLaughlin.  All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Keller, to proceed with negotiations to contract for city law enforcement in Corson County.

Treasurer
Treasurer Heather Gall discussed the county website, grant writing workshops, and acquiring an ATM.  Keller made a motion, seconded by Pazie, authorizing the treasurer to purchase an ATM and transfer operating funds from contingency.  All in favor. 
Resignation

Keller made a motion to accept the resignation of Carey Arnold effective August 19.  Hinsz seconded the motion and all voted in favor. 
Auto Supplement

All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Keller, to approve automatic supplement of the Sheriff Budget (101-211-426) $2,967.40 (fuel grant reimbursement) plus $1800 (radar grant reimbursement) and to supplement the Homeland Security Budget (226-222-426) $828.89 from grant reimbursements.

Travel Authorization

By consensus the Commission approved elected officials, commissioners and highway superintendent to attend the County Convention in Rapid City on September 19-21.  

The Assessor was authorized to attend Assessor’s School in Pierre the week of September 12.  

Future of Extension-4-H

Ruth Schmeichel and Rebecca Siroshton discussed the future of the EFNEP/FNP Nutrition Assistant program.  Consensus was to sign a letter in support of the program.  

2012 Budget
The Commission reviewed the 2012 provisional budget.  The auditor was instructed to calculate and publish the budget with a salary increase equivalent to $0.25/hour for all County employees except Commissioners, E911 Coordinator and Veterans Service Officer.  Final wage determinations will be made in January 2012.  September 27 was the date set for a special meeting to adopt the annual budget.
