Corson County Commission Proceedings                              February 3, 2009


The Corson County Board of County Commissioners met on April 2, 2013 at the Corson County Courthouse.  Chairman Steve Keller called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Shawn Hinsz, Edward Schock and Don Pazie present.  Darren Bauer arrived at 10:00.  
Approve Minutes
All voted in favor of a motion by Schock, seconded by Pazie, to approve, as published, the minutes of the March 5 meeting.    
Highway Report

All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Schock, to approve one project application presented by Highway Superintendent Benny Joe Schell.  A letter from TrueNorth Steel was read requesting that due to sales tax laws and internal auditing, SD counties “discontinue selling corrugated steel pipe to private individuals and/or businesses. Counties may continue to sell to townships and/or state agencies.”
SD Wheat Growers
Mark Melcher, accompanied by Craig Maher informed the Commission of plans for proposed expansion at SD Wheat Growers in McLaughlin.  Following a question and answer session, Schock made a motion, seconded by Hinsz, to approve the proposed change to the access road.  All in favor.  
Commissioner Arrived
Bauer arrived at 10:00 during the discussion of a new highway maintenance building.
Highway Shop Building

Terry Schlenker, North Central Steel Systems was present when Highway Superintendent BJ Schell distributed copies of a plan for a highway maintenance building.  Following discussion, Bauer made a motion, seconded by Pazie, to have appraised, survey, and plat a central location on Stephen Keller land.  All in favor.    

All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Schock, to advertise for bids for a highway maintenance building, to be opened on May 7.
Highway Report

Highway Superintendent Schell discussed loader use, bridge repair, and measures being taken to reclaim gravel from the ditches.
Consensus was to approve use of county equipment to control prairie fires if needed.

A letter from the Department of Environment and Natural Resources was distributed regarding free underground tank removal by the state of South Dakota.    

New Employee

Sheriff Keith Gall introduced Deputy Justin Tvedt who began his duties April 1, 2013 at an annual salary of $29,500.  Bauer made a motion, seconded by Schock, approving the hiring and wage of Tvedt, with six month probation.  All in favor.
Sheriff’s Office
Sheriff Keith Gall and Deputy Mike Varilek reported that Varilek has been working with the new dog from Code 2 K-9 Services.  He will be returning to Omaha in the near future for canine certification.
Consensus was to authorize Sheriff Gall to watch the federal surplus listings for a car with a police package. 

Planning Districts

Elizabeth Rich presented information on membership in planning districts.  No action was taken.
Burn Ban

The Commissioners discussed the extremely dry conditions and the consequential fire danger.  Pazie made a motion, seconded by Bauer, to re-instate the following burning ban regarding open burning, fireworks, smoking, and/or discharge of any burning object, such as cigarettes or matches, from any building or vehicle.  A civil penalty for violation of up to, but not limited to, $1000 per incident plus costs of fire fighting and resulting damages will be assessed.  Costs of fighting the fire caused by a person violating said burning ban and the reimbursement of governments for any costs expended plus the costs of compensation to the fire fighters for lost income and time fighting the fire are the responsibility of that person.  Exceptions to the ban are fires in an interior fireplace, stove or furnace; or exterior outdoor grills at a private residence or at supervised public campgrounds or upon written permission of the appropriate fire department.  

This burn ban will become effective on date of publication and until further action of the Commission.  If significant rainfall is received, the chairman has the authority to lift the ban.

Courthouse 
Consensus was to approve the Inspection Proposal from NOVA Fire Protection, Inc., when on their schedule later in 2013.  

Veterans Service Officer
Consensus was to appoint Loyson Carda to the Veterans and Military Affairs Committee established by the SDACC Board of Directors which will meet annually in conjunction with the spring workshop and the county convention.  
Retirement

Auditor Dorothy Schuh distributed to the Commission a letter of intent to retire June 30, 2013.  Consensus was to advertise for an auditor-in-training. 
Executive Session
Bauer made a motion, seconded by Pazie, to enter executive session at 1:37 p.m. to discuss personnel.  Chairman Keller declared out at 1:50 p.m.  No action taken.
4-H Youth Program

Copies of the 4-H Promotion and Expansion Committee Policy were distributed.  Following discussion regarding how to split the cost of mileage for Advisors Dawn Robinson and Phillip Gullikson, action on the mileage bills was postponed until the April 9 special meeting.  Other counties will be contacted to see how they are splitting the cost.
Commissioner Exited
Schock left the meeting at 2:25 p.m.

Travel Authorization

Consensus was to permit officials to attend the Spring Workshop in Pierre May 15-17 and the deputies to attend Deputy Training in Pierre May 22-23.  

E 911 

Because of costly requirements at the PSAP center, and no allowable county expense, consensus was to remit the 911 revenue to the Walworth County PSAP center.  
E-911 Ordinance
All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Pazie, to approve the updated 911 Ordinance to reflect current state law.  The first reading of the Ordinance entitled, A 911 Emergency Telephone Reporting System was held April 2, 2013.  The second reading will be held at the May 7 meeting.
