Approve Minutes

All voted in favor of a motion by Schock, seconded by Pazie, to approve the minutes of the March 3, 2015 meeting.
Approve Agenda

All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Schock, to approve the agenda as posted.
Probation Completed
Tessie Nehl, Assistant Maintenance, met with the commission to discuss her employment status and probation period.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Schock, to change Tessie’s employment status to part-time without benefits and extend her probation period for another six months.

Courthouse Maintenance

Discussion was held on caulking around building, sealing cement, and rain gutters.  Consensus was to contact Shannon Glines to see if he would be interested in doing the repair work.
Highway Report
Benny Joe Schell, Highway Superintendent, briefed the commission on road conditions, gravel, Firesteel Creek Crossing, Gravel for Keldron Road Project, culverts, upcoming road projects, screened rock, bridge weight limit signs, and paving courthouse parking lots.  Consensus was to authorize Highway Superintendent Schell to purchase culverts and screened rock for upcoming road projects.
Consensus of the board was to remove gravel contract from Keldron Road Project CS6427(04).  County will furnish the gravel and be responsible for hauling.  AG & E will lay the gravel.

Schell presented an Application for Occupancy on the Right of Way of County Highways from West River Coop to put in fiber optic cable.  All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Schock authorizing Chairman Keller to sign the Application.

US Geological Survey

Joel Galloway and Bob Lundgren representing US Geological Survey  and Ronnie Chase Alone and Jo Ann Vinson representing Standing Rock Sioux Tribe gave a presentation on energy development and water resource issues.  They will be assessing ground water quality on the Standing Rock Reservation.

Speed Limit on County Roads

Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Pazie to adopt the following resolution to reduce speed to 50 mph on all maintained county roads due to safety and liability possibilities.

(Speed Limits on County Highways/Roads - SDCL 32-25-9.1)


WHEREAS, the State of South Dakota has established, pursuant to SDCL 32-25-1.1, that the speed limit on certain State Highways at Sixty-Five (65) miles per hour; and

WHEREAS, the such speed limit is effective for all county highways unless otherwise posted; and

WHEREAS, the Corson County Commission has established that road design, hill tops, and curves on county roads should determine a lower speed limit;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that pursuant to SDCL 32-25-9.1 the maximum speed limit on all Corson County maintained roads will be 50 miles per hour, except in those areas that are posted at a lower speed.

Equalization Meeting

Brian Dreiske was present to discuss the Board of Equalization and Consolidated Board of Equalization meeting to be held on April 14th at 9:00 a.m. MT.
Cash Balance

Pursuant to SDCL 7-21-18.1, the total unreserved, undesignated fund balance of the general fund of the county as of March 31, 2015 is $795,407.42 which is 41.40% of the total general fund appropriations.

Emergency Manager Wages

Keith Gall and Mike Varilek were present to discuss Emergency Manager wages.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Schock, to pay Mike Varilek $500 per month for Emergency Management duties.  Consensus was to pay Warhawk $6000 to help cover the Emergency Manager wages, travel expenses, and supplies.  Warhawk will reimburse Corson County for mileage due to Mike using the county vehicle to travel to Emergency Management meetings and trainings.
Burn Ban

Commissioners would like to remind all Corson County Residents that the following burning ban regarding open burning, fireworks, smoking, and/or discharge of any burning object, such as cigarettes or matches, from any building or vehicle is still in effect.  A civil penalty for violation of up to, but not limited to, $1000 per incident plus costs of fire fighting and resulting damages will be assessed.  Costs of fighting the fire caused by a person violating said burning ban and the reimbursement of governments for any costs expended plus the costs of compensation to the fire fighters for lost income and time fighting the fire are the responsibility of that person.  Exceptions to the ban are fires in an interior fire place, stove or furnace; or exterior outdoor grills at a private residence or at supervised public campgrounds or upon written permission of the appropriate fire department.

This burn ban will remain in effect until further action of the Commission.  
Weed and Pest Organic Farmer Notice

Bauer informed the commission on the Weed and Pest Organic Farmer Notice which states that the Corson County Weed and Pest Control Board request all organic producers within the county to meet with the board to identify all land under this program.

Office Space

Discussion was held on the possibility of renting out office space to Social Service Department.  Consensus of the board was to not rent out any office space at this time.

Mass Mutual Retirement Fund

Auditor informed the commission that our agent for Mass Mutual has been changed to Diane Fransen representing Edward Jones in Mobridge.

Cell Phone Policy

Auditor handed out a sample cell phone use policy.  Following discussion, consensus was to have States Attorney draft a policy to be presented at the next commissioner meeting.

County Indigent Burial

Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Pazie, to accept the application for county burial (AU) and pay Evansen Jensen Funeral Home the budgeted amount and to seek a lien on any property.

Pazie made a motion, seconded by Bauer to transfer the $50 from voided outstanding checks from the Register of Deeds account into the general fund.
