Interest

Auto Supplement

All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Keller, to approve automatic supplement of the Sheriff Budget (101-211-426.1) $2,209.27 from fuel grant reimbursement and to supplement the Homeland Security Budget (226-222-426) $6,214.80 from grant reimbursements.

Courthouse Building Report

Mickelson reported that after the holidays, Arlo Labrensz, Labrensz, Inc., will inspect the heat pump and Jason Keller, Prairie States Construction, will investigate the air leaks at the base of some walls.

Wheel Tax Legislation

Bauer and Keller met with legislators at the Black Hills Association meeting December 19 to discuss adding permissive language for exempting trailers when counties assess a wheel tax.  Pazie made a motion, seconded by Mickelson, to support the proposed legislation drafted by States Attorney Bogue so that it can be presented to the Legislative Research Council for introduction in the 2012 Legislative Session. 

4-H Building

Bernie and Dawne Donner, Pat Clark, Harry VanLishout, and Sonny Sandquist spoke for a delegation of parents and students requesting use of the 4-H Building.  After lengthy discussion, Pazie made a motion, seconded by Hinsz, to move the highway equipment so the ropers could use the 4-H Building this winter if storage could be found for the mowers.  On roll call vote:  Pazie, yes; Keller, no; Hinsz, yes; Mickelson, no; Bauer, no.  Motion failed.

Keller made a motion, seconded by Hinsz, to approve and sign the renewal application of Samuel Claymore, Broken Arrow C Bar & Supper Club, McLaughlin, SD on part of the SW¼SE¼ 5-21-27, (Lounge with food service and Sunday On-sale Liquor Operations, Retail On-Sale Liquor).  All in favor.
New Employee
Sheriff Gall introduced the new deputy sheriff Alan Dale to the Commissioners.
Vending Machine
Consensus was to purchase a vending machine for the Courthouse.
Tax Deed Property
Treasurer Heather Gall distributed a list of property being taken for tax deed.
Petty Cash

All voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Hinsz, authorizing the Register of Deeds to have a fifty dollar ($50) petty cash fund, for the purpose of making change to customers, with a three month trial period.
