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The Corson County Board of Commissioners met at the Courthouse on December 6, 2011.   Chairman Darren Bauer called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Shawn Hinsz, Steve Keller, Mike Mickelson, and Don Pazie present.
Approve Minutes
All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Bauer, to approve, as published, the minutes of the November 1 and November 7 meetings.  
Travel Authorization

Consensus was to approve assessor travel to Pierre on December 19 to attend training on the new sales ratio program. 

Highway Report

All voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Hinsz, authorizing the chairman to sign three project applications presented by Highway Superintendent BJ Schell. 

Schell informed the Commission that gravel hauling and blading will continue while weather permits.  Consensus was to grant Superintendent Schell permission to have the gravel trailers lined with plastic for easier unloading of gravel in cold weather conditions.  Schell reported that bids for gravel on County Road 15 will be let in 2012.
The Commission was also informed that a 100% state grant will replace existing county road signs and posts sometime after March 1, 2012.  The new Tiger mower has been delivered.     

Schell reported that he would like to take advantage of the opportunity to grind old unusable tires; and he reported that the men would be removing trees in the county road right of way as weather permits and if they are not able to work on the roads.
New Employee

Schell reported that Joe Huntley applied to work as a heavy equipment operator.  Keller made a motion, seconded by Pazie, to approve hiring Joe Huntley, after successful completion of pre-employment screening, at $11.75 per hour with six month probation.  All in favor.  

4-H Building

The auditor shared an e-mail from Dawne Donner requesting use of the 4-H Building; good points and valid arguments were made.  However, due to the excessive cost of maintaining road equipment and the risk of vandalism, consensus was to store highway equipment in the 4-H Building.
Reconveyance

All voted in favor of a motion by Mickelson, seconded by Hinsz, to grant the request of Shelly Alkire and Gillard White on behalf of Standing Rock Housing to reconvey to Gary Welch Lots 11 and 12 Block 27, MLC First Addition, City of McLaughlin after payment of all back taxes and costs which total $5,357.26.  Standing Rock Housing will work with Gary Welch to acquire the property. 
Hunting Preserve Liquor License & Renewal Hearing

Mark Lindskov appeared at 11:00 for the hunting preserve liquor license hearing for:  
Lindskov’s Firesteel Creek Hunting Lodge Co., PO Box 17, Isabel, South Dakota, SW¼ 33-18-22 Hunting Preserve Liquor License

Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Mickelson, seconded by Pazie, to table the hearing at the request of the applicant who will research the possibility and availability of pursuing an annual liquor license.
No one appeared for the hearing for renewal of alcoholic beverage licenses.  Pazie made a motion, seconded by Hinsz, to approve and sign the renewal application of Standing Rock Sioux Tribe, Grand River Casino, Mobridge, SD, SE¼ of 35-19-29 less 10 acres, taken area, Tract No. T79 of Reservation Trust Land (Lounge with food service and Sunday On-sale Liquor Operations, Retail On-Sale Liquor) and to defer until December 29 the hearing for renewal of Samuel Claymore, Broken Arrow C Bar & Supper Club, McLaughlin, SD on part of the SW¼SE¼ 5-21-27, (Lounge with food service and Sunday On-sale Liquor Operations, Retail On-Sale Liquor).  All in favor.
Courthouse Building Report

The auditor reported no interest from area contractors to complete the Courthouse building projects.  Consensus was to contact local individuals to see if they are interested in selecting and installing blinds.  

Contract Law Enforcement

Sheriff Gall reported that Alan Dale began his duties as an additional deputy on November 28; his annual salary was set at $29,500. 

Mickelson made a motion, seconded by Keller, to approve Alan Dale’s employment and to compensate Sheriff Gall, Deputies Schell and Varilek and Jailer Block $1,000 each in December for additional duties as per the McLaughlin City Law Enforcement Contract.  All in favor. 
Walworth County Jail Agreement

Pazie made a motion, seconded by Hinsz, to sign the jail agreement with Walworth County.   All in favor.  
Redistricting

All voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Pazie to approve publication of the redistricting plan which will be adopted on February 7, 2012.  A hearing will be held on December 29, 2011 to hear comments from the public on the proposed plan.  The plan is available at the Auditor’s Office for public review.   

Wheel Tax Ordinance

After lengthy discussion and considerable deliberation, Pazie made a motion, seconded by Keller, to implement the wheel tax effective March 1, 2012 for Four Dollars ($4.00) per wheel with a maximum of Sixteen Dollars ($16.00) per vehicle.  This revenue will be used for the maintenance of roads and bridges.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE IMPOSITION, COLLECTION, AND ENFORCEMENT OF A WHEEL TAX IN CORSON COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA


PURSUANT TO SDCL 32-5A-1 et. seq.; and consistent with legislative intent permitting counties to impose and administrate a wheel tax;


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CORSON COUNTY COMMISSION: That a wheel tax is imposed in and for Corson County as set forth herein.

1.
All motor vehicles as defined in SDCL 32-3-1 registered in Corson County shall have a wheel tax imposed upon each vehicle at a rate not to exceed Four Dollars ($ 4.00) per vehicle wheel and may not exceed Sixteen Dollars ($ 16.00) per vehicle.

2.
The wheel tax shall be collected and administered by the County.  The per vehicle wheel rate shall be charged according to weight and wheels on licensed vehicles as follows:

A.
From 1 to 2,000 lbs -  $4.00 per wheel;


B.
From 2,001 to 4,000 lbs - $ 4.00 per wheel;


C.
From 4,001 to 6,000lbs - $ 4.00 per wheel; and,


D.
Over 6,000 lbs - $ 4.00 per wheel


with the total vehicle tax per vehicle not to exceed Sixteen Dollars ($ 16.00).

3.
The proceeds from the tax created by this chapter shall be retained by Corson County, deposited in the County road and bridge fund and the revenue may be used only for highway and bridge maintenance and construction.  The Board of County Commissioners shall, by resolution, establish a means of distributing the revenue generated by this chapter among the County, the municipalities and townships located within the County.

4.
Upon purchasing a vehicle from a dealer, the purchaser shall pay the appropriate tax at the time of title transfer.  Nothing in this ordinance shall prevent an automobile dealer from licensing the vehicles on his lot without paying any taxes created by this ordinance.

5.
This ordinance shall cover and impose the wheel tax for all motor vehicles eligible for license registration or license renewal effective on the 1st day of March, 2012.

6.
Severability.  If any provision of this ordinance shall be held invalid, it shall not affect any other provision of this ordinance that can be given effect without the invalid provision, and for this purpose, the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared to be severable.
