The Corson County Board of Commissioners met in the Commissioner Room of the Courthouse on February 7, 2012.  Vice Chairman Mike Mickelson called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. with Darren Bauer, Shawn Hinsz, and Don Pazie present.  Due to recent surgery, Steve Keller was unable to attend.
Approve Minutes
All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Bauer, to approve the minutes of the January 10, 2012 meeting.

Warhawk and E 911 

Brad Schell reported on potential changes to the 911 center in Mobridge.  Schell also reported that Homeland Security grants were approved for in car computers and a generator for City Hall which will then be designated as a shelter. 
Abatements
All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Hinsz, to approve the following:

Schell discussed equipment maintenance, sources of gravel and existing gravel pits; he shared pictures of areas where there is farming in the right of way.  Schell reported that the new grader and the new retriever have been delivered.  Estimates for the cost of a storage building were discussed with no action taken.

Roger Risty from Risty Benefits, Inc., Sioux Falls presented a plan whereby the Blue Cross Blue Shield (BCBS) deductibles and coinsurance are increased and then cover those increases with TransAmerica Life Insurance GAP, Critical Care and Accident Insurance. 
Following discussion, All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz, to raise the deductible to $5,000 for single/$15,000 for family and enroll in the TransAmerica Life Insurance plan presented by Risty and pay for it the same as the health premium is paid.  
Bauer made a motion, seconded by Pazie, to change the life and disability policy from Principal Life to SunLife.  All in favor. 
Pazie made a motion, seconded by Hinsz, to make Roger Risty the agent for all the health, life, and disability insurance plans.  All in favor.

A RESOLUTION TO REDISTRICT CORSON COUNTY 
PURSUANT TO THE 2010 CENSUS


WHEREAS the Corson County Board of Commissioners, Corson County, South Dakota, has determined that it is in the best interests of Corson County to change the boundaries of the five (5) county commissioner districts as necessary in order that each district shall be as regular and compact in form as practicable and so that each district may contain as near as possible an equal number of residents as determined by the last preceding federal census;


WHEREAS the commissioner districts shall be designated respectively as One, Two, Three, Four, and Five.  The districts shall be described by setting forth the certain street or avenue designations or other landmarks that divide and border the districts.  Any reference to street or avenue below shall mean an imaginary line running down the approximate middle of each street or avenue.
