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The Corson County Board of County Commissioners met on January 10, 2012 at the Courthouse with Commissioners Darren Bauer, Shawn Hinsz, Stephen Keller, Mike Mickelson and Don Pazie present.  
Election of Officers

Auditor Dorothy Schuh called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and called for nominations for Chairman.  Mickelson nominated Keller.  Bauer moved nominations cease and cast a unanimous ballot for Stephen Keller; seconded by Mickelson.  All in favor.
Keller took the chair and called for nominations for vice chairman.  Pazie nominated Mickelson.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz, that nominations cease and cast a unanimous ballot for Mike Mickelson.  

Approve Minutes

All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Mickelson, to approve the minutes of the regular December 6 meeting, and the special meetings on December 13 and December 28.  

Weed & Pest Supervisor/4-H Advisor Secretary

Mickelson made a motion, seconded by Bauer, to assign the duties of the 4-H Advisor Secretary to Amy Schriock in addition to the Weed and Pest Supervisor duties creating a full-time position with a wage of $11.00 per hour.  All in favor. 
Highway Report

Consensus of the Commission was to allow highway employees to attend MSHA training in Mobridge on January 18.  Dave Lutz was in attendance and answered several questions relating to weight limits and options to discourage farming the county road right of way.  States Attorney Eric Bogue was asked to send letters to the individuals who are farming in the county road right of way.  Schell was instructed to get pricing for a machinery storage building.  
County Road 15

All voted in favor of a motion by Mickelson, seconded by Pazie, authorizing the chairman to sign the Right of Way Certificate, the Utilities Certificate and the Letting Authorization for Project Number P 6517 (01) PCN 02D6. Superintendent Schell informed the Commission that the State will administer the entire project.  
Federal Highway Funding

All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Bauer, to exchange Corson County’s federal fund allocation for state funds for this federal fiscal year.  This program is offered to assist local governments meet their road maintenance and repair responsibilities.

Gravel Crushing

Following discussion of sources of gravel and the need for gravel on county roads, consensus was to authorize advertising for gravel crushing bids to be opened at the regular meeting on February 7, 2012.   

Road Agreements

Mickelson made a motion, seconded by Pazie, to accept and sign road agreements with Dewey and Sioux Counties.  All in favor.

Sale of Gravel and Maintenance of Private Roads

Gravel Royalties, Used Iron and Culverts

No one appeared for the hearing allowing the sale of gravel and maintenance of private roads.  Consensus was to authorize Highway Superintendent Schell to sell up to eight (8) loads of gravel per individual without prior Commission approval.  
Mickelson made a motion, authorizing the sale of gravel at $6.00 per ton as per SDCL 7-18-24 and maintenance of private roads not to exceed six (6) hours per individual per year as per SDCL 31-11-41.  
Used iron to sell at a rate of $0.10 per pound to county residents (Not for Resale); used culverts at half the cost of new, gravel royalties $1.00/yd3 if the gravel meets state specs and $0.80/yd3 if the gravel does not meet the state specs.  Hinsz seconded the motion with all voting in favor. 
Trail City Fire Hall

Following discussion regarding the Corson County blade parked inside at the Trail City 

Fire Hall, Bauer made a motion, seconded by Mickelson, to reimburse the Trail City Fire
Hall $20 per day, not to exceed $2100 per winter season, for utility costs when the
county blade is parked inside the building.  All voted in favor. 
Road 3110

Following discussion of load limits and the continuing problem of over weight loads, Pazie made a motion, seconded by Hinsz, to adopt the following resolution which will initiate the process to chip seal County Road 3110.  
FEDERAL AID SURFACE TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM RESOLUTION FOR COUNTY AND URBAN PROJECTS

WHEREAS, Corson County desires the construction and improvement of the road as hereinafter described:  LOCATION, LENGTH, STRUCTURE NUMBER:  Road begins one mile north of McLaughlin then seven (7) miles east.  TYPE OF CONSTRUCTION:  Chip Seal.  Major Collector Route Number:  FAS #3110.

AND WHEREAS, Corson County is obligated and hereby agrees to provide proper maintenance as required by the Federal Highway Act as amended and supplemented thereto for the project after construction is completed and to regulate or cause to be regulated the installation of utility facilities within the limits of the right-of-way of the proposed project in accordance with State and Federal requirements. 

AND WHEREAS, Corson County is obligated and hereby agrees to reimburse the State for all costs not reimbursable with Surface Transportation Program (STP) Funds and associated State matching funds.  

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  That the South Dakota Department of Transportation be and hereby is authorized and requested to program for construction, in accordance with the “Secondary Road Plan” and the State’s “Standard Specifications for Roads and Bridges,” the project described.

Consensus was to give Sheriff Gall permission to purchase a new law enforcement vehicle from state bid. 

Redistricting Hearing  

Ira Taken Alive and Jesi Shanley appeared to discuss the new commissioner district lines proposed as a result of the 2010 Census which will be approved at the February meeting.  They also expressed their willingness to cooperate with the county particularly for community development projects.
Courthouse Building Report

Jason Keller of Prairie States Construction is the only vendor expressing interest in checking insulation and air leaks at the base of some walls.  
Partial Payments

Bauer made a motion, seconded by Mickelson, authorizing the treasurer to accept partial and advance tax payments as allowed under SDCL 10-21-7.  All in favor.

Expenses will be presented on vouchers to the board of County Commissioners.
· Allow $40 per meeting plus mileage to all Weed & Pest and Extension Board members
· Authorization to pay the jailer a fee of $20 per day per prisoner for prisoner care 
· Authorize the sheriff to charge $50 per day per prisoner for out-of-county prisoner care; $40 per day per prisoner for out-of-county work release; and $30 per day per prisoner for in-county work release
· Salaries for Commissioners were set at $350 per month.  When appointed to represent Corson County, meetings other than the first regularly scheduled commission meeting, will be compensated at $50 per meeting unless compensated by another agency.  

· Authorize a reimbursement rate of $.37 (cents) per mile to all county employees using their personal vehicles for county travel.  The Sheriff’s Department will receive reimbursement at a rate of $.43 (cents) per mile for Sheriff’s services.
· Pay the highway workers an additional $2.00 per hour to operate the scraper or dozer or spray truck
· Set Coroner Fees at $75 per call plus mileage; allow $40 per meeting plus mileage to attend training meetings
· Approve $1,100 as the maximum to be paid for the burial of indigent persons within the county
· Authorize the payment of $8.00 per hour for precinct Election Officials, $9.00 per hour for precinct Superintendents, $30 plus $.37 per mile for travel to the Election Schools, and $.37 per mile for returning ballot boxes,  $14.00 per hour for county employees who serve as in-office election workers

· Compensate the Resolution Board members who serve as in-office election workers $12.00 per hour
· Fifty dollars rent will be paid to each polling place

· Set the capitalization policy at $5,000

Bauer made a motion to increase to $70 compensation for extra Commission meetings.  Motion died for lack of a second.  Hinsz made a motion, seconded by Pazie, to increase to $75 compensation for extra meetings.  On roll call:  Bauer, no; Pazie, yes; Hinsz, yes; Mickelson, no; Keller, no.  Motion failed.
Health Insurance
The auditor reported an increase of 30.74% in health insurance renewal rates.  A final decision on renewal will be made at the February meeting after further analysis and employee involvement.
