Vice Chairman Darren Bauer called the meeting to order at 9:10 a.m. with Shawn Hinsz, Edward Schock, Donald Pazie, and Eric Bogue present.  Stephen Keller was absent. All motions were approved unanimously unless indicated otherwise.  
Approve Minutes

All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Schock, to approve the minutes of the April 5, 2016  regular commission meeting and the April 12, 2016 Board of Equalization special commission meeting.
Agenda

All voted in favor of a motion by Schock, seconded by Pazie to approve the agenda as posted.
Travel Authorization

Equipment Upgrade

Auditor Bertolotto informed the commission on switch/router upgrade for the Treasurer and Auditors office.  All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Pazie to upgrade the switch and router.

Weed and Pest

Loyson Carda, Weed and Pest Supervisor updated the commission on chemical distributions, spraying, and controlling noxious weeds on School and Public Lands within the county.  All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Pazie to allow Loyson to move forward with working with School and Public Lands on spraying and prairie dog control options.

All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Schock authorizing vice chairman to sign one project application.

Plat Approval

Schock made a motion, seconded by Pazie to approve the following resolution:

Hinsz made a motion, seconded by Schock to approve the following resolution:

Corp Land

Discussion was held on Corp Land.  States Attorney Bogue updated the commission on teleconference held with congressional office staff.  Following discussion Schock made a motion, seconded by Pazie to adopt the following resolution:
RESOLUTION 2016-03
WHEREAS, the Standing Rock Sioux Tribe has requested the United States Congress to enact certain legislation currently designated as the “Standing Rock Sioux Tribe Land Restoration Act of 2015" (hereinafter referred to as “Restoration Act”;

WHEREAS, Oahe Dam and Reservoir Project (P.L. 85-915) and the Flood Control Act of 1944 (P.L. 78-534) made provisions for the creation of the Oahe Dam and the federal taking of various parcels necessary for such project, including without limitation, parcels of land owned by: the Standing Rock Sioux Tribe, the United States and held in trust for individual members of the Standing Rock Sioux Tribe, various individual members of the Standing Rock Sioux Tribe (not held in trust by the United States), and various non-Indians;

WHEREAS, the Restoration Act in its current form requires, if passed by Congress and signed into law by the President, that the Secretary of Army transfer ALL land within the exterior boundaries of the Standing Rock Indian Reservation which was acquired by the United States for the Oahe Dam and Reservoir Project and is located above the top of the exclusive flood pool of the Oahe Dam and Reservoir Project as determined by the Secretary of the Army;

WHEREAS, Dave Archambault II, Chairman of the Standing Rock Sioux Tribe and various members of the Standing Rock Sioux Tribal Council met with the Corson County Commission on February 9, 2016, requesting that the Commission support the Restoration Act;

WHEREAS the Corson County Commission represents all residents of Corson County including enrolled members of the Standing Rock Sioux Tribe, non-member Indians, and non-Indians;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Corson County Board of Commissioners, that they hereby request the United States Congress to reject the Restoration Act in its current form;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Corson County Board of Commissioners, that they would support the passage of the Restoration Act if such legislation should be amended to require that the Secretary of the Army transfer such “Taken Area” (as described in Sec. 4 of the Restoration Act) to the land owner(s) from which such land was originally taken by the United States;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Corson County Board of Commissioners, that they would support the passage of the Restoration Act if such legislation should, in lieu of the amendment described above, be amended to require that the Secretary of the Army transfer such Taken Area (as described in Sec. 4 of the Restoration Act) to the land owner(s) from which such land was originally taken by the United States unless such transfer would result in undivided fractionated land interests to be held in trust for the benefit of individual enrolled members of the Standing Rock Sioux Tribe in which case such undivided fractionated land interests would be transferred to the Secretary of the Interior to be held or transferred according to the applicable rules and regulations of the Department of the Interior.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Corson County Auditor is hereby directed to transmit copies of this Resolution to the members of the Senate and House of Representatives from this State; and also to transmit a copy to the Chairman of the Standing Rock Sioux Tribe requesting their cooperation and support herein.
