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Corson County Commission Proceedings                              February 3, 2009


The Corson County Board of County Commissioners met on May 7, 2013 at the Corson County Courthouse.  Chairman Steve Keller called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Darren Bauer, Shawn Hinsz, Edward Schock and Don Pazie present.  
Approve Minutes
All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Schock, to approve, as published, the minutes of the April 2 and April 9 meetings.    
Burn Ban

Fire Chief Brad Schell discussed continuation of the burn ban due to the lingering drought.  Consensus was to continue the burn ban and call one of the commissioners and/or the nearest fire chief if burning is an absolute necessity.

Warhawk

Brad Schell, Emergency Manager, discussed wages for time away from work for emergency manager related duties.  After lengthy discussion, Bauer made a motion, seconded by Hinsz, to pay applicable wages out of the Civil Defense budget.  All in favor.
Contingency Transfer

Bauer made a motion, seconded by Schock, to transfer $4500 from Contingency Budget (101-112-429) to Civil Defense Budget (101-222-411) to pay applicable Warhawk wages.  All in favor. 
Highway Report

Highway Superintendent BJ Schell and the Commission reviewed the policy for selling gravel.  Schell also informed the Commission that the road shoulders are being pulled to reclaim gravel.  
Consensus was to have Schell get an estimate from the paving crew working on Highway 65 for the cost to pave the Courthouse parking areas.
Surplus Property

All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Hinsz, to declare surplus and to destroy two desktop computers and one laptop computer belonging to the highway department.  These computers are no longer suitable or useful for their intended purpose.
Travel Authorization

Consensus was to approve the attendance of BJ Schell at the highway superintendents’ summer meeting in Pierre June 12-13.  Mandatory coroner training in Pierre May 9-10 was approved for Arnold Schott.    

Road 3110

Hinsz made a motion, seconded by Schock, to approve the low bid of Jensen Rock & Sand Inc. of Mobridge, SD in the amount of $438,066.43 for Project P6558(04), PCN 03QC, Maintenance Patching & Asphalt Surface Treatment.  All in favor.
Land Purchase

All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Schock, to purchase W1/2SW1/4  36-18-26 (four acres) for $800 per acre from Stephen and Holly Keller.  Motion carried; Keller, abstained.  
Plat Approval

Hinsz made a motion, seconded by Pazie, to approve the following resolution:  

“Be it resolved by Corson County Board of Commissioners that the Plat of Tract 1, Corson County Highway Addition to Corson County, located in W1/2SW1/4, Section 36, T18N,     R 26E, B.H.M., Corson County, South Dakota having been examined, is hereby approved in accordance with the provisions of SDCL, Chapter 11-3, and any amendments thereof”.
On roll call vote:  Pazie, yes; Bauer, yes: Schock, yes; Hinsz, yes; Keller, abstain.

Highway Shop Building

Following lengthy discussion of the advantages and disadvantages of in-floor heat, consensus was to include floor heat in the new building.  Terry Schlenker, North Central Steel Systems, was present when the only bid for a highway maintenance building was opened.  Bid amount:  $206,236.00.  Schlenker answered questions from the commissioners after which Bauer made a motion, seconded by Pazie, to accept the only bid of North Central Steel Systems in the amount of $206,236.00.  All in favor.
Formal Budget Supplement
All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Hinsz, to advertise a hearing at the June meeting for a formal budget supplement to the Road & Bridge Fund.  This budget supplement of $260,000 is funded by cash on hand in the General Fund.
Executive Session
Bauer made a motion, seconded by Pazie, to enter executive session at 10:53 a.m. to discuss personnel.  Chairman Keller declared out at 11:25 p.m.  No action taken.

Abatement

All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz, to abate $41.20 taxes on mobile home previously owned by Charles Glines which was sold and moved.
Disaster Declaration

After discussing the effects of lingering drought conditions, Pazie made a motion to adopt the following resolution.  On roll call vote:  Pazie, yes; Bauer, yes; Schock, yes; Hinsz, yes; Keller, yes.

CORSON COUNTY DISASTER DECLARATION


WHEREAS, Corson County, South Dakota has been suffering from severe weather conditions since March 2012 consisting of early heat, wide spread late freezes and frost, drought caused by a lack of snow and rainfall, infestations of alfalfa weevils, and infestations of grasshoppers;


WHEREAS, such conditions have severely stunted range grass (both native and tame), alfalfa crops, hay crops, and grain crops resulting in crop production losses within Corson County;

WHEREAS, such conditions have continued throughout the winter of 2012-2013 with below average snowfall, very limited snow melt and runoff;


WHEREAS, these severe weather conditions have severely reduced the quantity and quality of surface water available for human and livestock consumption and such surface water is completely gone in many locations throughout Corson County and such conditions are inflicting severe hardships on county residents, overburdened volunteer fire departments, livestock, and natural resources; and


WHEREAS, the Corson County Board of Commissioners resolve that these conditions constitute a disaster of such severity and magnitude that effective response is beyond the capabilities of the county and there is no emergency plan available to alleviate the damage and economic chaos resulting from these conditions


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Commissioners of Corson County, South Dakota does declare Corson County as an Emergency Disaster Area; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Corson County requests emergency disaster relief and assistance from all appropriate agencies of the State of South Dakota and United States Federal Government.

Siroshton then presented quotes for a side by side all-terrain vehicle.  After budget discussion, Hinsz made a motion, seconded by Pazie, to transfer $8,000 from Contingency (101-112-429) to the Weed & Pest Budget (101-615-434.40). 
4-H Youth Program

As per an e-mail from Donna Bittiker at SDSU, Phillip Gullikson resigned his position of 4-H Youth Program Advisor effective May 3, 2013.  Advertising for a replacement will begin immediately.

New Employee   

After reviewing applications and responses to interview questions, Schock made a motion to offer Donna Mattern the position of auditor-in-training.  Motion died for lack of a second.
Bauer made a motion to offer Tammy Bertolotto a position as an additional deputy at an annual salary of $30,500.  Hinsz seconded the motion; majority voted in favor.  
E-911 Ordinance
The second reading of the Ordinance entitled, A 911 Emergency Telephone Reporting System was held May 7, 2013.  All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Bauer to adopt the ordinance.  On roll call vote:  Pazie, yes; Bauer, yes; Schock, yes; Hinsz, yes; Keller, yes.

COUNTY ORDINANCE NO. 
2013-1

FOR AN ORDINANCE ENTITLED, A 911 EMERGENCY TELEPHONE REPORTING SYSTEM


WHEREAS, the Corson County Commission (hereafter referred to as “Commission”) believes a 911 emergency reporting telephone system is within the best interests of the residents of Corson County; and


WHEREAS, the Commission, for the public welfare, desires to establish, manage and control a 911 emergency reporting telephone system; and


WHEREAS, SDCL 34-45 et. seq. provides authority for the parameters of the establishment, management and control of a 911 emergency reporting telephone system by a governing body; then, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CORSON COUNTY COMMISSION:


That a 911 emergency telephone reporting system is established with management and control of said system vested in the Commission or its authorized designate.

SECTION ONE

JURISDICTIONAL SERVICE AREA


The 911 system service area includes all of the area within the legal boundaries of the limits of Corson County, South Dakota.

SECTION TWO

INSTALLATION, OPERATION AND SURCHARGE


The Commission shall be responsible for the costs incurred for installation, maintenance or operation of the system.  In order to pay for the costs incurred, the Commission shall impose a monthly uniform 911 emergency surcharge of one dollar and twenty-five cents ($1.25) which shall be assessed per “service user line”, defined by SDCL 34-45-1(21).  The above surcharge rate shall remain in effect until July 1, 2018, whereupon the surcharge rate shall change to one dollar ($1.00) per service user line. No 911 emergency surcharge may be imposed upon more than one hundred service user lines or equivalent services, per customer account billed, per month.  In the case of multi-station network systems, service user lines shall be equal to the number of calls that can simultaneously be made from such system to the public switched telephone network.  No prepaid wireless telecommunications service is subject to the surcharge imposed under this paragraph.  The service user line surcharge shall be collected by the service provider pursuant to SDCL § 34-45-4.


The Commission shall also impose a prepaid wireless 911 emergency surcharge of two percent (2%) upon the gross receipts of each retail transaction for the purpose of prepaid wireless telecommunications services.  The prepaid wireless surcharge shall be collected by the prepaid wireless service seller from the prepaid wireless service customer during each retail transaction, pursuant to and in the manner provided by SDCL § 34-45-4.2.    

SECTION THREE

REGISTRATION, COLLECTION AND REMITTANCE OF SURCHARGE


Any entity required to collect and remit the surcharge imposed pursuant to SDCL § 34-45-4 or § §4-45-4.2 shall register with the Department of Revenue pursuant to SDCL § 34-45-4.3, and shall file returns or reports on a monthly basis with the Department of Revenue and shall remit the surcharges to the Department of Revenue on a monthly basis in the manner prescribed by SDCL § 34-45-8.2 and 34-45-8.3.   

SECTION FOUR

DISTRIBUTION OF SURCHARGE REVENUE TO PUBLIC AGENCY


The Department of Revenue shall transfer the surcharges collected in Corson County, South Dakota, pursuant to SDCL § 34-45-4 and 34-45-4.2 to the Department of Public Safety.  The Department of Public Safety shall remit, each month, seventy percent (70%) of the surcharges revenues back to Corson County, South Dakota, pursuant to this Ordinance.  All funds collected from the surcharge shall be credited to a special fund, apart from the general fund of the County, for payment of the allowable nonrecurring and recurring costs and for the general operational expense of the 911 system.  Said funds shall be administered by the Commission.  Any amount collected in excess of the expenses within a given year shall be carried forward to the next year.  If the 911 system is discontinued, any money remaining in the fund after all payments to the service supplier pursuant to this section have been made shall be transferred proportionally to the general funds of each participating public agency.  

SECTION FIVE

SERVICE SUPPLIER AGREEMENTS


The Commission may enter into an agreement directly with a service supplier or may contract or cooperate with any public agency or with other states or their political subdivisions  for the administration of a 911 emergency reporting telephone system as provided by SDCL § 34-45-3.

SECTION SIX

SEVERABILITY AND SAVING CLAUSE


If any portion of this Ordinance shall be held invalid, it shall not affect any other provision of this Ordinance that can be given effect without the invalid provision, and for this saving purpose, the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable.
