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The Corson County Board of Commissioners met at the Courthouse on October 4, 2011.   Chairman Darren Bauer called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Shawn Hinsz, Steve Keller, and Don Pazie present.  Mike Mickelson was not present.
Approve Minutes
All voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Hinsz, to approve, as published, the minutes of the regular September 13 and the special September 27 budget meeting.  
Sheriff

The auditor distributed copies of a letter from the SD Department of Public Safety commending Sheriff Gall and his staff for “….doing a great job for the State of South Dakota and the County of Corson” and for “….doing all in their power to keep Corson County, and the traveling public safe on the highways and byways”.  
Highway Report

All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Keller, authorizing the chairman to sign one project application presented by Highway Superintendent Benny Joe Schell. 

Schell reported that the highway crew worked on a Saturday to attempt to catch up on private work.  Schell and the Commission agreed that they desire to honor all requests for road work; however, resources are very limited.  Equipment and road repair, and progress with gravel hauling and mowing were discussed.  
Schell and the Commission discussed a wheel tax as a way to supplement road revenue to cover the increasing costs of road repair and maintenance.  No action was taken.  

Consensus was to allow Schell to attend the Region 8 Road Conference in Rapid City on October 25-27.

Hinsz made a motion, seconded by Keller, to adopt the following resolution:

Vendor representatives answered questions from the Commission before exiting the room to allow for further discussion.  After extensive deliberation, Pazie made a motion, seconded by Keller, to declare surplus the 1997 Caterpillar 140H and, because of earlier availability (January delivery date), purchase the 2012 John Deere 772GP for a net cost of $209,250.  All voted in favor. 
Executive Session

Keller made a motion, seconded by Pazie, to enter executive session at 1:10 to discuss personnel matters.  All in favor.  Chairman declared out of executive session at 1:20.  
Keller made a motion, seconded by Hinsz, authorizing the Highway Superintendent to deal with employees’ excess vacation hours.  All in favor.   

Courthouse Building Report

Consensus of the Commission was to solicit quotes from area contractors who would be capable to complete the interior building projects. Concrete work will be deferred until 2012.
Contract Law Enforcement

Sheriff Keith Gall reported to the Commission that the City of McLaughlin voted to contract with the county for law enforcement.  Following discussion, Hinsz made a motion, seconded by Keller, to enter into contract with the City of McLaughlin pending contract review and approval by States Attorney Eric Bogue and to advertise an additional law enforcement position.  All in favor.   
Health Insurance

Because of the increasing cost of health insurance, all voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Pazie, to change the handbook policy as follows:

In section 6.3 Benefits add a statement that “For those employees hired after October 1, 2011, Corson County will pay 100% of the employee’s premium for health, cancer, and life insurance with the option to enroll their family.  The dependent premiums will be withheld from the employee’s payroll check. 

If anyone employed by Corson County on October 1, 2011, drops any coverage, reinstatement will be as if they were hired after October 1, 2011. 
Deed of Reconveyance
In consideration of payment of all back taxes and any additional costs, Pazie made a motion, seconded by Hinsz, to reconvey Lot 9 Block 23 Milwaukee Land Company First Addition, City of McLaughlin, Corson County to Loretta Stone.  All in favor.

Redistricting

A plan for redistricting was presented to the Commission.  States Attorney Bogue will request additional map layers from the State for easier evaluation.   

Dakotans for Equal Rights

The Dakotans for Equal Rights (DER) will be hosting Frank Kowalkowski for an informational meeting early in November; the Commission was invited to participate.  The Commission decided to have a special meeting prior to the DER meeting.  
Cash Balance
Pursuant to SDCL 7-21-18.1, the total unreserved, undesignated fund balance of the general fund of the county as of September 30, 2011 is $260,205.20 which is 13.16% of the total general fund appropriations.

Court Appointed Attorney Reimbursement

The auditor informed the Commission that the county’s allocated portion of Court Appointed Attorney and Public Defender and Abused and Neglected Child Defense Funds in the amount of $1,026.45 was received from the State Treasurer.  This money is collected by the courts and distributed to the counties to partially reimburse public defense costs.

Contingency Transfer
Consensus of the Commission was to approve $5,000 transfer from Contingency (101-112-429) to Treasurer (101-142-425) for purchase of the ATM and associated electrical work.
