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Chairman Stephen Keller called to order a special meeting of the Corson County Commission at 9:05 a.m. on September 23, 2014.  In attendance at the Commissioner room of the Courthouse were Commissioners Stephen Keller, Shawn Hinsz, Edward Schock, and Donald Pazie.  Darren Bauer was not in attendance.  Purpose of the meeting was to adopt the 2015 budget.        
Agenda
All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Schock to approve the agenda as presented.
Courthouse Railing 
Two bids were received for courthouse railing.  Following review, all voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Pazie to accept the low bid of Mike Zentner for $3433.92 with the understanding that State Code will be followed and project will be completed by December 1, 2014.
Maintenance Position
Interviews were conducted for the maintenance position.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Hinsz to offer Tessie Nehl the Maintenance position at a starting wage of $10.75 per hour plus benefits with a $.25 raise January 1, 2015 and upon successful completion of background check and physical.

4-H Secretary Position

Interviews were conducted for the 4-H Secretary position.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Schock to offer the position to Dawne Donner at a starting salary of $13,000 for 20 hours per week.  

Budget

Consensus was to continue accumulating $25,000 cash for capital projects.  Consensus was to request the maximum taxes allowed by law in the General Fund and in Secondary Roads.  

Motion by Hinsz, seconded by Schock, to adopt the following resolution with the following changes to the amounts previously published:  

Decrease General Fund Cash balance applied from $658,196 to $658,174
Increase General Fund tax call from $965,853 to $965,875
Increase Road and Bridge Cash balance applied from $350,000 to $352,593 
Decrease Road and Bridge tax call from $191,620 to $189,027
ADOPTION OF ANNUAL BUDGET FOR Corson County, South Dakota

Whereas, (7-21-5 thru 13), SDCL provides that the Board of County Commissioners shall each year prepare a Provisional Budget of all contemplated expenditures and revenues of the County and all its institutions and agencies for such fiscal year and,

Whereas, the Board of County Commissioners did prepare a Provisional Budget and cause same to be published by law, and 

Whereas, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, eliminations and additions have been made thereto.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR CORSON County, South Dakota and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2015 and ending December 31, 2015 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Corson County, South Dakota, this 23rd day of September, 2014.  The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the county auditor Corson County, South Dakota.  The accompanying taxes are levied by Corson County for the year January 1, 2014 through December 31, 2014 payable in 2015.
