Highway Budget
Superintendent Benny Joe Schell requested permission to attend the Region 8 Road Conference in Rapid City October 23-25.  Consensus was to authorize attendance and to pay the registration fee.  Schell was recently elected to the executive board of the Highway Superintendents Association at the County Convention in Sioux Falls.

Following discussion of the current budget, Schell was authorized to purchase a work pickup from Kupper Chevrolet which is under the $25,000 bid limit.

Surplus Bids
No one appeared for opening of bids for the surplus 1992 Ford F-250.  The following bids were received:  from Miller Gravel and Construction, LLC $3,121; from Rory Stevens $2,000.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Pazie, to accept the high bid of Miller Gravel and Construction.
Budget

Consensus was to continue accumulating $25,000 cash for capital projects.  No opt out is requested in the tax request.  Consensus was to request the maximum taxes allowed by law in the General Fund and in Secondary Roads.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR CORSON County, South Dakota and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2013 and ending December 31, 2013 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Corson County, South Dakota, this 25th day of September, 2012.  The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the county auditor Corson County, South Dakota.  The accompanying taxes are levied by Corson County for the year January 1, 2012 through December 31, 2012 payable in 2013.
