Purpose of the meeting was to adopt the 2018 budget.        
Agenda
All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Hinsz to approve the agenda with the following additions:  Weed & Pest and Poor Liens.
Budget

Consensus was to continue accumulating $25,000 cash for capital projects.  Consensus was to request the maximum taxes allowed by law in the General Fund and in Secondary Roads.  

Motion by Schock, seconded by Bauer, to adopt the following resolution with the following changes to the amounts previously published:

ADOPTION OF ANNUAL BUDGET FOR Corson County, South Dakota

Whereas, (7-21-5 thru 13), SDCL provides that the Board of County Commissioners shall each year prepare a Provisional Budget of all contemplated expenditures and revenues of the County and all its institutions and agencies for such fiscal year and,

Whereas, the Board of County Commissioners did prepare a Provisional Budget and cause same to be published by law, and 

Whereas, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, eliminations and additions have been made thereto.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR CORSON County, South Dakota and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2018 and ending December 31, 2018 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Corson County, South Dakota, this 26th day of September, 2017.  The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the county auditor Corson County, South Dakota.  The accompanying taxes are levied by Corson County for the year January 1, 2017 through December 31, 2017 payable in 2018.

Conflict of Interest Policy

Discussion was held on adopting the Conflict of Interest Policy.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded Schock to adopt the following conflict of interest policy and add it to the personnel handbook:
     This policy prohibits the Corson County board members from having an interest in or receiving a direct benefit from a contract if the county is a party to that contract.  Disclosure requirements apply to public contracts for labor or services to be rendered, the purchase of commodities, materials, supplies or equipment of any kind, and any kind of contract related to facilities.

Disclosure is required by the board member in each of the following situations:
1. When the board member has an interest in a contract or receives a direct benefit from a contract.
2. If the spouse of the county board member has an interest in a contract or receives a direct benefit from a contract.

3. If another person with whom the board member lives and commingles assets has an interest in a contract or receives a direct benefit from a contract.
A board member derives a direct benefit from a contract, or their spouse or other person with whom assets are commingled derives a direct benefit from a contract:

1. If the person has more than a five percent (5%) ownership or other interest in an entity that is a party to the contract;

2. If the person derives income, compensation or commission directly from the contract or from the entity that is party to the contract;

3. If the person acquires property under the contract; or

4. If the person serves on the board of an entity that derives income directly from the contract or acquires property under the contract.

If a conflict of interest has been appropriately disclosed, the board (excluding the board member(s) disclosing a conflict of interest) must decide whether or not those conflicted board members should:

· Vote on the matter;

· Participate in any debate, or

· Be present in the room during the debate and the voting.
If in doubt whether an actual conflict exists, this policy also requires disclosure of possible or potential conflicts.  Any board member who knowingly violates this policy will be subject to disciplinary action.

Assessor

Assessor Amy Schriock informed the commission that the Trimble Handheld GPS unit is missing from the Assessor’s office.  Following discussion, consensus was to turn this matter over to the Sheriff’s office for investigation.  Deputy Sheriff Alan Dale was called to the meeting to take a statement from the commission. 

Travel Authorization

Assessor Amy Schriock asked for permission to travel to Rapid City to take the final Assessor CAA exam.  Consensus was to allow travel to Rapid City for Amy to take the final Assessor exam.  
Weed & Pest

Darren Bauer informed the rest of the commission that the Weed & Pest Board would like to hire a full time Weed & Pest employee.  Consensus was to discuss this matter in further detail at the next regular commission meeting.

Poor Liens

Following discussion on poor lien collections, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Schock to delegate the collection of poor liens to the Register of Deeds office.
Adjournment

There being no further business, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz to adjourn at 10:45 a.m. MT.  The next meeting will be held October 3, 2017.
