Commissioners would like to remind all Corson County Residents that the following burning ban regarding open burning, fireworks, smoking, and/or discharge of any burning object, such as cigarettes or matches, from any building or vehicle is still in effect.  A civil penalty for violation of up to, but not limited to, $1000 per incident plus costs of fire fighting and resulting damages will be assessed.  Costs of fighting the fire caused by a person violating said burning ban and the reimbursement of governments for any costs expended plus the costs of compensation to the fire fighters for lost income and time fighting the fire are the responsibility of that person.  Exceptions to the ban are fires in an interior fire place, stove or furnace; or exterior outdoor grills at a private residence or at supervised public campgrounds or upon written permission of the appropriate fire department.
