Highway Report

Discussion was held on gravel crushing, blading roads, and culverts on section line roads.  No action taken.

Discussion was held on changing the hours for the highway heavy equipment operators for the next three months.  Following discussion, consensus of the board was to allow the highway heavy equipment operators to work from 6 a.m. to 4 p.m. for three months.
Discussion was held on renting out the scraper.  Following discussion, consensus was to not rent out the scraper for individual use.

Discussion was held on purchasing another packer for the blades.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Schock to purchase another packer from LyCox Enterprises Inc. for $22,520.
