The Corson County Board of County Commissioners met in the Commissioner Room of the Courthouse on March 3, 2020.  Chairman Stephen Keller called the meeting to order at 9:04 a.m. with Shawn Hinsz, Edward Schock, and Darren Bauer present. Jacob Nehl entered the meeting at 10:00 a.m.  Also, in attendance was States Attorney Cheryl Bogue. 
Approve Minutes

All voted in favor of a motion by Schock, seconded by Hinsz, to approve the minutes of the February 4, 2020 meeting.
Approve Agenda

All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Schock to approve the agenda as posted.
Highway Report
Highway Superintendent, Benny Joe Schell discussed road conditions, graveling roads, and culverts.  No action taken.

Bridge Reinspection Program Resolution

Schock made a motion, seconded by Bauer to adopt the following resolution:

BRIDGE REINSPECTION

PROGRAM RESOLUTION

FOR USE WITH SDDOT RETAINER CONTRACTS

     WHEREAS, Title 23, Section 151, United States Code and Title 23, Part 650, Subpart C, Code of Federal Regulations, requires initial inspection of all bridges and reinspection at intervals not to exceed two years with the exception of reinforced concrete box culverts that meet specific criteria.  These culverts are reinspected at intervals not to exceed four years.
     THEREFORE, Corson County is desirous of participating in the Bridge Inspection Program using Bridge Replacement funds.

     The County requests SDDOT to hire Clark Engineering, Inc. (Consulting Engineers) for the inspection work.  SDDOT will secure federal approvals, make payments to the Consulting Engineer for inspection services rendered, and bill the County for 20% of the cost.  The County will be responsible for the required 20% matching funds.
