Whereas, the Board of County Commissioners did prepare a Provisional Budget and cause same to be published by law, and 

Whereas, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, eliminations and additions have been made thereto.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR CORSON County, South Dakota and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2021 and ending December 31, 2021 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Corson County, South Dakota, this 29th day of September, 2020.  The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the county auditor Corson County, South Dakota.  The accompanying taxes are levied by Corson County for the year January 1, 2020 through December 31, 2020 payable in 2021.

WRCTC Right of Way Easement

Auditor Bertolotto presented a right of way easement from West River Cooperative Telephone Company, Inc.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Nehl, seconded by Bauer authorizing Chairman Keller to sign the right of way easement from WRCTC.

Payroll Tax Deferral

Discussion was held on the payroll tax deferral that is allowed under the Presidential Memorandum issued August 8, 2020.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz to opt out of the payroll tax deferral.  Auditor will notify staff of the opt out.
COVID Procedures
Discussion was held on purchasing laptops for home work stations for the Auditor, Treasurer, and Register of Deeds Offices in preparation for working from home if needed due to a COVID outbreak.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Nehl, seconded by Bauer to purchase three laptops from Connecting Point.
