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Corson County Commission Proceedings                                             February 4, 2020

The Corson County Board of County Commissioners met in the Commissioner Room of the Courthouse on February 2, 2021.  Chairman Stephen Keller called the meeting to order at 9:07 a.m. with Shawn Hinsz, Darren Bauer, Lucas Sutherland, and Jacob Nehl present.  Also present was States Attorney Cheryl Bogue, Shane Penfield, and Joe Mollman.
Approve Minutes

All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Bauer, to approve the minutes of the January 5, 2021 meeting.
Approve Agenda

All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz, to approve the agenda with the following addition: Personnel Handbook Revisions.
Highway Report
Benny Joe Schell, Highway Superintendent, briefed the commission on road conditions, truck repairs, road signs, and bridge repairs.  No action taken.
Department of Transportation Statewide Plan & Research Program
Discussion was held on the Department of Transportation Statewide Plan and Research Program (SPR).  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Sutherland to sign the SPR Transportation Funding Agreement.
Gravel Crushing Bids
Jim Miller was present for the opening of gravel crushing bids.  One sealed bid was received from Miller Construction:  50,000 ton at $4.43 per ton for a total price of $221,500 with work to be performed between July 1, 2021 and December 1, 2021.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz to accept the only bid from Miller Construction for gravel crushing.

Cash Transfer

All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland to transfer $4846 cash from the general fund to the E911 fund to cover the 911 Coordinator wages and travel expense.

Department of Agriculture Fire Suppression Designee
Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Nehl designating Emergency Manager Mike Varilek as Corson County’s designee to request fire suppression from the SD Department of Ag Wildland Fire Division.
SDSU Memorandum of Understanding

Auditor Tammy Bertolotto presented the 2021 Memorandum of Understanding between SDSU Extension and Corson County.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz authorizing Chairman Keller to sign the 2021 Memorandum of Understanding.

Register of Deeds
Register of Deeds Marcia Schell informed the commission that June Werner will complete her probation period on February 9th.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Nehl authorizing a $0.50 raise for June beginning on February 10, 2021 for successfully completing her probationary period.

Discussion was held on whether or not to continue publishing land sales in the local newspaper.  Following discussion, consensus was to continue publishing the land sales.

Personnel Handbook
Discussion was held on updating the personnel handbook.  A special meeting will be held on February 24, 2021 at 1:00 p.m. to revise the personnel handbook.
Sheriff’s Office

Sheriff Gall was present to discuss the Mental Health Board Chairman and cleaning and maintenance of the Sheriff’s office building.  No action taken.

Executive Session

All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Bauer to enter into executive session at 10:43 a.m. to discuss personnel.  Chairman Keller declared out of executive session at 11:30 a.m.  No action taken.

Road 3110 Chip/Seal Bids

Robert Williams representing Brosz Engineering was present for the Road 3110 Chip/Seal bid opening.  The following two sealed bids were received:  Jensen Rock & Sand total bid price of $355,210.42; and Bituminous Paving, Inc. total bid price of $377,329.00.  Following discussion, majority voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Sutherland to accept the low bid of Jensen Rock & Sand in the amount of $355,210.42 contingent of Brosz Engineering verifying actual bid numbers.
On roll call vote:  Nehl, yes; Sutherland, yes; Bauer, no; Hinsz, yes; Keller, yes.  Motion carried.

States Attorney Resignation

Cheryl Bogue informed the commission that she will be resigning from her position as Corson County States Attorney effective February 22, 2021. Commission thanked Cheryl for her years of service to Corson County.

Executive Session

All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland to enter into executive session at 12:16 p.m. to discuss personnel.  Chairman Keller declared out of executive session at 12:53 p.m.  No action taken.
States Attorney Appointment

Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz to appoint Shane Penfield as Deputy States Attorney effective immediately and to take over as States Attorney upon Cheryl’s departure.

Mental Health Board 

Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Nehl, seconded by Sutherland to appoint Karen Hunt as Corson County’s Mental Health Board Chairman pending her acceptance.

Treasurer Heather Gall handed out a list of property she has taken for tax deed.  Consensus was to sell the property at a later date.
