January 3, 2023

The Corson County Board of County Commissioners met in the Commissioner Room of the Courthouse on January 3, 2023 with Commissioners Benjamin Bieber, Shawn Hinsz, Darren Bauer, Lucas Sutherland, and Jacob Nehl present.  
Oaths of Office

Newly elected Commissioners Lucas Sutherland, Benjamin Bieber, Shawn Hinsz, and Jacob Nehl signed Oaths of Office.  Newly elected Auditor, Tammy Bertolotto; Register of Deeds, Marcia Schell; and Sheriff, Alan Dale also signed oaths of office.
Election of Officers

Auditor Tammy Bertolotto called the meeting to order at 9:09 a.m. and called for nominations for Chairman.  Hinsz nominated Nehl, seconded by Sutherland.  Bauer moved nominations cease, seconded by Sutherland.  All voted in favor of Nehl as Chairman. Nehl took the chair and called for nominations for vice chairman. Hinsz nominated Bauer, seconded by Sutherland.  All voted in favor of a motion by Sutherland, seconded by Hinsz, that nominations cease.  All voted in favor of Bauer for Vice Chairman.
Approve Minutes

All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Bauer to approve the minutes of the December 6, 2022 meeting and Special Year End Meeting on December 29, 2022.
Approve Agenda

All voted in favor of a motion by Sutherland, seconded by Bieber, to approve the agenda as posted.
Highway Report

Superintendent Schell updated the commission on road conditions and machinery repairs.  Superintendent Schell also reported that he would like to purchase two new computers for the highway department office and he will present a quote next month.  No action taken.

Gravel Crushing Bids

No one appeared for the opening of gravel crushing bids.  One sealed bid was received as follows:  Aggregate Construction Inc, Minot, ND for 50,000 ton at $4.28 per ton for a total price of $214,000 with work to be performed between March 1, 2023 and December 1, 2023.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz to accept the only bid of Aggregate Construction for gravel crushing.
Gravel Royalties and Used Culverts
All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Sutherland to sell used culverts at the Highway Superintendents discretion and set gravel royalties at $1.00/ton.
Sale of Gravel and Maintenance of Private Roads

No one appeared for the hearing allowing sale of gravel and maintenance of private roads.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Bieber to sell a limited amount of gravel, with a maximum of four loads, at $9.00 per ton to individuals at the discretion of the highway superintendent so as not to compete with private enterprise.

· Appoint Shawn Hinsz as Commissioner Representative on the Fair Board to serve with Dawne Donner, Virginia Sauer, Amber Glines, Danni Beer, Richard Welsch, Stefanie Maher, and Mitch Chase
· Appoint Darren Bauer as Commissioner Representative to serve on the Weed & Pest Board with Dick Hach (1 year), Chris Lynch (3 year), Ben Bieber (3 year), and Jacob Nehl (2 year)
· Appoint Bauer and Hinsz as Commissioner Representatives to the Railroad Authority Board
· Appoint Commissioner Jacob Nehl, Auditor Tammy Bertolotto, Treasurer Heather Gall, and Register of Deeds Marcia Schell to constitute the Records Destruction Board
· Designate the Corson/Sioux County News-Messenger as the official and legal newspaper
· Designate the First National Bank of McLaughlin, SD, the McIntosh Branch of the First Interstate Bank, and SD FIT as the official bank depositories

· Authorize the deposit of Payments in Lieu of Taxes (PILT) into the General Fund and all interest revenues into the respective funds 
· Upon Commission approval, authorization is given to Commissioners, County Officials, Department Heads or their deputies or workers, to attend annual conventions, schools, or overnight stays when county business may arise throughout the year.  The actual room expense and a per diem rate of $6.00 for breakfast, $14.00 for noon meal and $20.00 for evening meal will be reimbursed for In-State travel. Out-of-State travel per diem rates will be reimbursed at $10.00 for breakfast, $18.00 for noon meal, and $28.00 for evening meal.  Expenses will be presented on vouchers to the board of County Commissioners.

· Allow $100 per meeting plus mileage to all Weed & Pest Board members
· Salaries for Commissioners were set at $916.67 per month.  When appointed to represent Corson County, meetings other than the first regularly scheduled commission meeting, will be compensated at $100 per meeting unless compensated by another agency.  

· Authorize a reimbursement rate of $.51 (cents) per mile to all county employees using their personal vehicles for county travel.  The Sheriff’s Department will receive reimbursement at a rate of $.59 (cents) per mile for Sheriff’s services.
· Pay the highway workers an additional $2.00 per hour to operate the scraper or dozer or spray truck
· Set Coroner Fees at $90 per call plus mileage; allow $100 per meeting per day plus mileage to attend training meetings
· Approve $1,500 as the maximum to be paid for the burial of indigent persons within the county
· Authorize the payment of $15.00 per hour for precinct Election Officials, $16.00 per hour for precinct Superintendents, $50 plus $.51 per mile for travel to the Election Schools, and $.51 per mile for returning ballot boxes, $20.00 per hour for county employees who serve as in-office election workers

· Compensate the Resolution Board members who serve as in-office election workers $20.00 per hour
· Seventy-five dollars rent will be paid to each polling place

· Set the capitalization policy at $5,000

RESOLUTION OF THE CORSON COUNTY COMMISSION

LEGAL SERVICES CONTRACT
WHEREAS, the County Commission of Corson County, hereinafter called Commission, having determined no State’s Attorney has been elected at the General Election, the Commission shall contract with Shane C. Penfield to provide legal services to Corson County; and

WHEREAS, the County Commission is permitted in SDCL 7-7-12 to contract with a licensed attorney, to serve as State’s Attorney and provide legal services, and

WHEREAS,  the  Commission  has  approved and  confirmed  the  appointment  of
Shane C. Penfield of Lemmon, South Dakota, as State’s Attorney for Corson County,
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CORSON COUNTY COMMISSION AS FOLLOWS:
              Pursuant to SDCL 7-7-12, Corson County hereinafter referred to as County, enters into this  Contract made on this 3rd day of January, 2023 between County and Shane C. Penfield of Lemmon, South Dakota , hereinafter referred to as Attorney,
WITNESSETH:
FIRST: The County hereby appoints and employs said Attorney to represent the County’s interests as State’s Attorney for Corson County pursuant to SDCL Chapter 7-16  to: furnish an opinion upon any matter relating to the affairs of the County or the official duties of such officer when requested by the governing body or any officer or official of the County; conduct the prosecution of all actions or proceedings arising out of the violation of any law or ordinance; and perform such other professional services as may be required by law or ordinance or directed by the governing body.

SECOND: Attorney shall with due diligence render necessary legal services for the above stated purpose(s) on behalf of County.

THIRD: County shall pay the necessary disbursements of Attorney in providing said legal services as set by statute.

FOURTH: Attorney shall be considered a part time State’s Attorney as set forth in South Dakota law.

FOURTH: Attorney is to receive compensation for services rendered as follows: The annual salary amount of $55,640 and any increases as deemed by the County Commission and set in January of each year. Said salary shall be W-2 income with federal tax and customary withholdings. State Retirement and dental benefits shall also be included for compensation for services rendered.

This Resolution and Contract shall be deemed effective as of the date of its passage.
