School Land Auction

Auditor Bertolotto informed the commission that the SD School Land Auction will be held on April 18th at 2:30 p.m. MT in the Commissioner Room of the Courthouse. 

Cash Balance

Pursuant to SDCL 7-21-18.1, the total unreserved, undesignated fund balance of the general fund of the county as of March 31, 2023 is $989,406.04 which is 40.14% of the total general fund appropriations.

Right-of-Way Easement

Auditor Bertolotto presented a Right of Way Easement from West River Cooperative Telephone Company.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland authorizing Chairman Nehl to sign the Right of Way Easement.
Emergent Plus MASA Medical Transport Solutions

Auditor Bertolotto presented some information on MASA Medical Transport Solutions from Risty Benefits.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland to offer this to all full time employees with premium being paid by the employee.
Highway Report
Benny Joe Schell, Highway Superintendent, briefed the commission on road conditions, gravel crushing, Sourcewell Contract Bidding, and bridge repairs.  No action taken.
Resignation

Auditor Bertolotto presented a letter of resignation from Austin Roknian from his duties as Deputy Sheriff effective April 28, 2023.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Bieber to accept the resignation of Austin Roknian. 
Travel Authorization

Consensus of the board was to allow Sheriff Alan Dale to attend the Sheriff’s Conference in Deadwood April 11th -13th.

Sheriff’s Office

Sheriff Alan Dale appeared telephonically and Deputy Sheriff Mike Varilek appeared in person.  Sheriff Dale informed the commission that he has hired Timothy McCartney as Deputy Sheriff.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland to approve the hiring of Timothy McCartney at $43,720 with no probation period.
Discussion was held on applying for the Cop Grant which will help pay the salary and benefits for another deputy.  Consensus of the Board was to apply for the grant.

Vehicle Purchase
Sheriff Dale informed the commission that the vehicle he ordered through Lamb Motor will be here in June.  

Discussion was held on purchasing another vehicle.  The State will pay $25,000 towards a new K-9 vehicle.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Sutherland to allow Sheriff Dale to advertise for bids for a new patrol vehicle with equipment install included in purchase price.  Bids will be opened at the May 2nd Commission Meeting at 10:00 a.m. MT
Employee Housing
McIntosh School Superintendent Tyler Mareska met with the board to discuss the possibility of the County and School working together to get employee housing in McIntosh.  More information will be gathered and discussed again at the May 2nd meeting.
