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The Corson County Board of County Commissioners met in the Commissioner Room of the Courthouse on February 6, 2024.  Vice Chairman Darren Bauer called the meeting to order at 9:08 a.m. with Shawn Hinsz, Lucas Sutherland, and Benjamin Bieber present.  Jacob Nehl was absent.  Also in attendance was States Attorney Shane Penfield.  
Approve Minutes

All voted in favor of a motion by Sutherland, seconded by Hinsz, to approve the minutes of the January 2, 2024 meeting.
Approve Agenda

All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz, to approve the agenda as posted.
Highway Report
Benny Joe Schell, Highway Superintendent, briefed the commission on road conditions, Road 3110 Bridge Preservation Project, and purchasing a scale for the loader.  No action taken.
Travel Authorization
All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz authorizing Superintendent Schell to attend the Highway Short Course at Deadwood on March 18th – 20th.
Road 3110 Chip/Seal Project Bids
Two bids were received for the Chip/Seal project on Road 3110 and were opened and read as follows:  Jensen Rock and Sand Inc. in the amount of $449,939.41; and Bituminous Paving Inc. in the amount of $560,286.50.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Sutherland to accept the low bid of Jensen Rock and Sand Inc. in the amount of $449,939.41 for the Chip/Seal Project on Road 3110.
Part-Time Cleaning Position

One application was received for the part-time cleaning position from Emily Zimba.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz to approve the hiring of Emily Zimba for the part-time cleaning position at $21.00 per hour.  Emily began working on January 7, 2024.  
Deputy Auditor Position

Auditor Bertolotto informed the Commission that Kimberly Olson began working as a part-time Deputy Auditor on February 1, 2024.  Kimberly will be working full time between the Register of Deeds Office and the Auditors Office.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Sutherland to approve the hire of Kimberly Olson as a full-time employee between the two offices at $19.00 per hour with full benefits and a 3-month probation period with a $0.75 raise upon successful completion of her probation period.

Department of Social Services Office Space

Dan Etzkorn appeared telephonically to discuss the possibility of leasing office space in the courthouse.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz to offer a 12 x 12 office space that would be available for lease. 

Assessor

Assessor Amy Schriock briefed the commission on the soil ratings table and how it has affected land valuations in the county.  Consensus of the Board was to have Amy send a letter with the assessment notices explaining the changes.

Jail Agreement

Sheriff Dale presented the 2024 Brown County Jail Agreement.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Sutherland, seconded by Bieber authorizing Vice Chairman Bauer to sign the 2024 Brown County Jail Agreement.

City of Mobridge 911 Communication Services Agreement

Sheriff Dale presented the 2024 City of Mobridge 911 Additional Communication Services Agreement in the amount of $8,642.25.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Sutherland authorizing Vice Chairman Bauer to sign the 911 Communications Agreement with City of Mobridge.

Sheriff Dale informed the commission that he would like to purchase a server computer for the Sheriff’s Office.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz authorizing Sheriff Dale to purchase a server computer for the Sheriff’s Office.
Emergency Manager
Emergency Manager Mike Varilek informed the commission that the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan is in the process of being updated and should be completed by November 2024.  Present for the discussion were Sylvester Jacobs, Alan Dale, Lucas Sutherland, Benjamin Bieber, Shawn Hinsz, Darren Bauer, Tammy Bertolotto, and Shane Penfield.  
Wildland Fire Appointed Designee

All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Bieber to appoint Emergency Manager Mike Varilek as Corson County’s designee to request assistance from the SD Wildland Fire Division for 2024.
4-H Secretary

4-H Secretary Dawne Donner updated the commission on enrollment numbers, shooting sports enrollment, rodeo members, and judging teams.  No action taken.

4-H Secretary Dawne Donner inquired about hiring temporary help for the summer.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz authorizing Dawne to advertise for a Temporary 4-H Assistant position.

All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz authorizing Deputy Auditor Kimberly Olson to sign the signature authorization card at First Interstate Bank to become an authorized signer for Corson County accounts and removing Jessica Anderson from the accounts.
