Approve Minutes

Approve Agenda

Register of Deeds

Gravel Crushing

Post Election Audit Results
Auditor Bertolotto presented the results of the Post Election Audit for the June 4, 2024 Primary Election.  The U.S. Presidential Race and the SD State Representative District 28A Race were audited by a five person board for Lincoln, Wakpala, and Morristown Precincts.  After manually counting the ballots for each of the above mentioned races, in the above mentioned precincts, the results of both races matched the election night tabulator count and County canvass with 100% accuracy.
