Corson County Commission Proceedings		August 6, 2024
The Corson County Board of Commissioners met in the Commissioner Room of the Courthouse on August 6, 2024.  Chairman Jacob Nehl called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. with Darren Bauer, Shawn Hinsz, Benjamin Bieber and Lucas Sutherland present.  Also in attendance was States Attorney Shane Penfield.

Approve Minutes
All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz, to approve the minutes of the regular July 2, 2024 meeting.  

Agenda
All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Sutherland to approve the agenda with the following additions:  4H Regional Advisor, Property Insurance Values, and Timber Lake School Opt Out.

Public Comment
Rod Baumberger was present to discuss spraying noxious weeds around the east McIntosh Lake.  Commissioners will figure out who owns property around the lake and try to find someone to come spray it.

Highway Report
Highway Superintendent Benny Joe Schell discussed road conditions, mowing, truck repairs, Road 3110 Chip/Seal project, gravel crushing, and 2025 Budget and wages.  No action taken.

Dental/Vision Premiums
Auditor informed the commission that the dental/vision premiums will increase 6%.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Bauer to renew our current plan with Principal Life Insurance Company.

Travel Authorization
Consensus of the commission is to allow Auditor, Treasurer, Register of Deeds, and Highway Superintendent to attend the SDACO County Convention in Rapid City on September 17th & 18th.  

Resignation
Auditor Bertolotto presented a letter of resignation from Craig Maher from his duties as Weed & Pest Supervisor.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz to accept the resignation of Craig Maher from his position as Weed & Pest Supervisor effective August 2, 2024.

Bid Opening
Two bids were received for on-site official record book scanning of the Register of Deeds books as follows:  US Imaging in the amount of $87,630.49 and Microfilm Imaging Systems Inc in the amount of $38,900.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland to accept the bid of US Imaging in the amount of $87,630.49 for on-site record scanning and masking of Register of Deeds books.

Letter of Support
All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Bieber authorizing Chairman Nehl to sign a letter of support for the McLaughlin Fire Department to apply for a grant to purchase a new truck.

Mileage Rate Increase
Auditor Bertolotto informed the commission that the State mileage rate increased to $0.655 on July 1st and will increase to $0.67 on October 1st.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Bieber to increase the mileage rate to $0.67 effective August 1, 2024.  

Opioid Funds
Auditor Bertolotto presented information on purchasing a DetectaChem Apex R7 used for drug identification using opioid settlement funds in the amount of $32,925.00.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Sutherland to allow the Sheriff’s Department to purchase a DetectaChem Apex R7 using opioid settlement funds.

Sheriff’s Office
Sheriff Dale discussed the results of the Security Assessment that was completed on the Courthouse.  Some of the security concerns included updating the camera system, installing a metal detector, keyless entry on courthouse doors, and implementing a policy for viewing cameras.  There is a UJS Security grant available to help cover the costs of these items.  In order to apply for the grant, a grant committee needs to be formed.  The following individuals were appointed to the UJS grant committee:  Alan Dale, Tammy Bertolotto, Heather Gall, Jennifer Gehring, and Benjamin Bieber.

Part-Time Deputy Sheriff
Discussion was held on hiring a part-time deputy sheriff to help cover shifts until a full-time deputy can be hired.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Bauer to allow Sheriff Dale to hire a part-time deputy sheriff at $25 per hour to help cover shifts.

4-H Building Roof Repair Quote
Auditor Bertolotto presented a quote from Dakota Roofing LLC for repairing the 4-H Building roof in the amount of $81,160.00.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz to reject the bid from Dakota Roofing.  

Property Insurance Values
Auditor Bertolotto presented a list of county owned property that’s insured with SD Public Assurance Alliance for the commission to review.  Consensus was to add the canopy over the bleachers at the 4H building to the policy.  

Timber Lake School OptOut
Auditor Bertolotto informed the commission that an error was made when calculating the Timber Lake School District opt out for taxes payable in 2024.  States Attorney Penfield will be in contact with the Timber Lake School attorney to work on fixing the issue.

4-H Regional Advisor
Regina Bakley, Regional 4-H Advisor introduced herself to the commission and explained her duties as Regional 4-H Advisor.  No action taken.

Budget
The Commission reviewed the 2025 provisional budget.  Final budget adoption will be held at a special meeting on September 24, 2024 at 9:00 a.m. MT.
