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The Corson County Board of Commissioners met in the Commissioner Room of the Courthouse on September 3, 2024.  Chairman Jacob Nehl called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. with Darren Bauer, Shawn Hinsz, Benjamin Bieber, and Lucas Sutherland present.  

Approve Minutes
All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Sutherland, to approve the minutes of the regular August 6, 2024 meeting.

Agenda
All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Bieber to approve the agenda as posted.

Highway Report
Highway Superintendent Benny Joe Schell discussed Chip/Seal Project, Base 1 application, and equipment repairs.  No action taken.

Discussion was held on what to do with the used U-Channel posts that have been pulled out.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Bauer to sell the posts for $5.00 per post on a first come first serve basis.

Travel Authorization
Consensus was to allow Highway Superintendent Benny Joe Schell to attend the Region Road Conference in Sioux Falls on October 20th-22nd. 

Propane Quotes
Two propane quotes were received from McIntosh Coop and CHS for a fixed price from September 3, 2024 to September 3, 2025.  Quotes were opened and read as follows:  
McIntosh Co-Op, McIntosh, SD:  $1.30 per gallon for McIntosh Jail and McIntosh Shop, and $1.35 per gallon for McLaughlin Shop and Trail City Shop;
CHS, McLaughlin, SD:  $1.18 per gallon for McIntosh Jail, McIntosh Shop, McLaughlin Shop, and Trail City Shop. 

Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland to accept the low bid from CHS in McLaughlin for all locations.

Roll call vote:  Bauer, yes; Hinsz, yes; Bieber, yes; Sutherland, yes; Nehl, yes.  Motion carried.

5 Year Road & Bridge Plan
No one appeared for the public hearing for the County Highway Department 5 year Road and Bridge Plan.  Superintendent Schell presented the 5 year plan as follows:
2025 – Repair Bridge Structure 16-582-080 1 mile north and ½ mile east of McLaughlin; 2026 – Crush Gravel in various pits in Corson County; 2027 – Chip Seal Road 3110; 2028 – Reline Culverts and Epoxy Deck on Structure 16-042-165 18 miles south of Thunder Hawk on County Road 35;  2029 – Epoxy Deck and fill cracks on structure 16-098-185 19 miles South of Keldron on County Road FAS 6427-1

Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Bieber to approve the 5 Year Road and Bridge Plan for Corson County.


Sheriff’s Office
Sheriff Dale was present and Ethan Kellett representing the SDPAA Claims Associates appeared telephonically to discuss the insurance offer for the 2021 Ford Explorer that was totaled out.  Claims Associates offered $20,000 minus $500 deductible and will pay for the equipment to be removed from the 2021 Explorer and installed in the new vehicle and will also pay for the graphics on the new vehicle.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Bieber to accept the insurance offer from SDPAA Claims Associates.

Sheriff Dale discussed purchasing two vehicles for delivery in 2025 due to insurance company totaling the 2021 Ford Explorer.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Sutherland to allow Sheriff Dale to order two new patrol vehicles.


Travel Authorization
Consensus was to allow Sheriff Dale to attend the Sheriff’s Conference in Watertown September 30th- October 3rd.

Provisional Budget
No one appeared for the 2025 provisional budget hearing.  Consensus was to continue accumulating $25,000 cash in the general fund for capital projects.  Final adoption of the budget will be held on September 24, 2024 at 9:00 a.m. MT.

4-H Building Roof Repairs
Discussion was had on 4-H Building roof repairs and replacing the ceiling tiles.  Consensus was to get estimates and to increase the budget for 2025 to cover the costs associated with the repairs.

Courthouse Business Hours
Kim Olson, Deputy Register of Deeds/Auditor; Heather Gall, Treasurer; Priscilla Werner, Deputy Treasurer; Marcia Schell, Register of Deeds; Amy Schriock, Assessor; and Dawne Donner, 4-H Secretary were present to discuss changing the courthouse business hours to 7:30 – 12:00 and 12:30 – 5:00 Mountain Time Monday thru Thursday with a half hour lunch from 12:00 to 12:30 and 7:30 – 11:30 on Friday.  Following discussion all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz to change the courthouse business hours beginning Monday, September 30, 2024.  Auditor will publish the notice of new hours in the local papers, radio stations, social media, and hang posters.

Youth Internship
Auditor Bertolotto presented information received from Tia Nehl, Teacher at McIntosh School, in regards to a youth internship.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland to allow the courthouse offices to have a youth intern from McIntosh School.
