Resignation

Sheriff Dale presented a letter of resignation from Deputy Timothy McCartney from his duties as Deputy Sheriff effective September 30, 2024.  All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz to accept the resignation of Deputy Sheriff Timothy McCartney effective September 30, 2024.
New Hire

Sheriff Dale informed the Commission that he has hired Isaac Sauder as Deputy Sheriff at a starting wage of $48,920 beginning October 3, 2024.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland approving the hiring of Isaac Sauder at $48,920 with a six month probation period.

Sheriff’s Office

Sheriff Dale presented information on hiring and retention pay proposals.  Sheriff Dale will gather more information and present at next meeting.  No action taken.
Budget

Consensus was to continue accumulating $25,000 cash for capital projects.  Consensus was to request the maximum taxes allowed by law in the General Fund and in Secondary Roads.

The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the county auditor Corson County, South Dakota.  The accompanying taxes are levied by Corson County for the year January 1, 2024 through December 31, 2024.

Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Sutherland to approve the hiring of Sydney Faller at $20 per hour with a six month probation period.
Personnel Handbook Changes
Auditor Bertolotto presented changes to the personnel handbook to reflect the courthouse hour change that will take effect on September 30th.  The following sections will be updated: Section 5.1, 5.1a, 5.2, 5.5, 6.6,7.2, 7.2a, 7.6, 7.10b, and 7.11.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz to approve the changes to the above mentioned sections in the personnel handbook.
