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The Corson County Board of County Commissioners met in the Commissioner Room of the Courthouse on February 4, 2025.  Chairman Jacob Nehl called the meeting to order at 9:02 a.m. with Lucas Sutherland, Shawn Hinsz, Benjamin Bieber, and Joshua Schmeichel present.  Also in attendance was States Attorney Shane Penfield.  
Approve Minutes

All voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Schmeichel, to approve the minutes of the January 7, 2025 meeting.
Approve Agenda

All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Sutherland, to approve the agenda with the deletion of 4H Regional Youth Educators and 4H Secretary.
Public Comment

Kristen Nehl addressed her concerns with the housing situation in McIntosh and trying to clean up the town.  Kristen asked if there was anything the county could do to help the City clean up old houses and lots and help with housing.  No action taken.
Heather Gall spoke on what the City has already done to try to clean up McIntosh and what it would cost to do it.  No action taken.
Housing and Development

Present for discussion on housing and development were Benny Joe Schell, Alan Dale, Heather Gall, Kristen Nehl, Cathy Evans, and David Reiss.  Cathy Evans briefed the commission on what Lemmon has done to bring in housing and how the process works.

David Reiss, Executive Director with the Central South Dakota Enhancement District, discussed several things that need to be in place before applying to get governor housing.  A Housing Authority board will need to be formed and go from there.  Mr. Reiss will work with Auditor Bertolotto on an application to have a housing survey done in Corson County.

Sheriff’s Office

Sheriff Dale presented a quote for the installation of four security cameras at the highway shop in McIntosh in the amount of $10,604.35.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Sutherland, seconded by Hinsz to accept the quote for security cameras at the highway shop contingent upon the UJS Grant being approved for the cameras at the courthouse so they can make one trip to install both sets of cameras.
Resignation

All voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Sutherland to acknowledge the resignation of Blaze Eagle Horse effective January 19, 2025.
City of Mobridge 911 Communication Services Agreement

Sheriff Dale presented the 2025 City of Mobridge 911 Additional Communication Services Agreement in the amount of $8,642.25.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Bieber authorizing Chairman Nehl to sign the 911 Communications Agreement with City of Mobridge.

Executive Session

All voted in favor of a motion by Nehl, seconded by Hinsz to enter executive session at 11:14 a.m. to discuss personnel matters.  Chairman Nehl declared out of executive session at 11:40 a.m.  No action taken.

Retention Bonus

Following discussion on the misunderstanding on how the retention bonus was intended to work, all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Hinsz to amend the retention bonus agreements to state effective after one year of date of signing and have employees resign using their original signing date. 
Building Repairs/Insurance Additions

Chad Moore representing Claims Associates was present via teleconference and Mylun Tikka appeared in person to discuss the additional supplements needed to complete all the work from the hail damage on the buildings that was not made a part of the original bid specs. 
Bridge Reinspection Program Resolution

Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Sutherland, seconded by Hinsz authorizing Chairman Nehl to sign the following resolution:

BRIDGE REINSPECTION

PROGRAM RESOLUTION

FOR USE WITH SDDOT RETAINER CONTRACTS

WHEREAS, 23 CFR 650 Subpart C, requires initial inspection of all bridges and reinspection at intervals not to exceed two years with the exception of reinforced concrete box culverts that meet specific criteria.  These culverts are reinspected at intervals not to exceed four years.

THEREFORE, Corson County is desirous of participating in the Bridge Inspection Program.

The County requests SDDOT to hire IMEG (Consulting Engineers) for the inspection work.  SDDOT will secure federal approvals, make payments to the Consulting Engineer for inspection services rendered, and bill the County for 20% of the cost.  The County will be responsible for the required 20% matching funds.
