Jail Furnace Quote

Sheriff Dale presented a quote from McIntosh Coop for purchasing and installing two new furnace systems and an outside a/c unit for the Jail in the amount of $13,235.00.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Sutherland, seconded by Bieber to accept the quote from McIntosh Coop for purchasing and installing two new furnaces and an outside a/c unit.
Travel Authorization

Consensus of the Board is to allow Sheriff Alan Dale to attend the Sheriff’s Conference in Deadwood on April 15th – 17th.

Probation Completed
Sheriff Dale informed the commission that Deputy Isaac Sauder had successfully completed his probationary period on April 3rd.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Sutherland to approve a $2.25 per hour probationary raise for Deputy Sauder for successful completion of his probationary period.

Sheriff’s Office
Sheriff Dale asked the commission about the possibility of hiring a part-time custodian to clean the jail.  Discussion was held on other positions that will need to be advertised. Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bieber, seconded by Schmeichel authorizing Auditor Bertolotto to advertise for a Part-Time Jail Custodian, Summer Mowing/Weed Eating, 4H Summer Part-Time Help.  
Highway Report
Benny Joe Schell, Highway Superintendent, briefed the commission on road conditions, drug testing needs to be done in Mobridge now, STP Funds, and equipment repairs.  No action taken.
Superintendent Schell presented a quote from True North Steel for two 3000 gallon double wall fuel tanks in the amount of $24,468.40.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Sutherland authorizing Superintendent Schell to purchase the tanks from True North Steel.

Meeting Reconvened

Commission meeting reconvened at 1:40 p.m.

Part-Time Assessor Clerk
Assessor Amy Schriock informed the commission that she has hired Kimberly Olson as the Part-Time Assessor Clerk at $20.00 per hour for eighteen hours per week.  Kimberly began working on March 19, 2025.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Bieber to approve the hiring of Kimberly Olson as Part-Time Assessor Clerk at $20.00 per hour for 18 hours per week with a six month probation period.
Vanguard Appraisals

Assessor Amy Schriock presented the annual service contract with Vanguard Appraisals.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Sutherland, seconded by Bieber authorizing Chairman Nehl to sign the service contract with Vanguard Appraisals.

Hail Damage Siding Bids Continued

Commissioners contacted Chad Moore, Claim Representative with Claims Associates, via telephone to ask questions about the bids received for hail damaged siding on the county buildings.  Following discussion, the bids from Rapid City Roofing and Executive Exteriors were eliminated for not submitting the proper bond paperwork, the bid from Rain Tite Roofing and Construction was eliminated for not including a complete bid, and the bid from Kilde Construction was eliminated for not including a complete bid.  All voted in favor of a motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Sutherland to accept the only complete bid from The Roofers & Restoration in the amount of $$296,045.75.
