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Chairman Jacob Nehl called to order a special meeting of the Corson County Commission at 1:35 p.m. on April 14, 2026.  In attendance at the Commissioner room of the Courthouse were Commissioners Lucas Sutherland, Shawn Hinsz, Benjamin Bieber, Joshua Schmeichel, and Jacob Nehl.  Purpose of the meeting was to approve the first reading of the Road and Bridge Levy Resolution 2026-1.

Road and Bridge Levy Resolution

A public hearing and first reading of Resolution 2026-1 for implementing a road and bridge levy was held at 1:30 p.m.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Schmeichel authorizing chairman Nehl to read the following resolution:
Resolution 2026-1

Road & Bridge Levy

Attention Taxpayers:

Notice of Property Tax Increase of $1.00 per $1,000 of Taxable Valuation
The Governing Board of Corson County states that it is unable to properly maintain, repair, construct, and reconstruct roads and bridges in Corson County.  SDCL 10-12-13 now permits the county to establish a tax amount which may be levied, and such amount can increase each year with the amount of inflation and new construction.  Therefore, the board of County Commissioners of Corson County does now establish a base property tax increase of $1.00 per $1000 of taxable valuation starting with calendar year 2026 taxes payable in the calendar year 2027 and ending in calendar year 2030 taxes payable in the calendar year 2031.  This action has been taken by the board and approved by at least a two-thirds vote of the Board of County Commissioners.

This decision may be referred to a vote of the people upon a petition signed by at least five percent of the registered voters in the County and filed with the governing body within twenty days of the second publication of this decision.

Unless this action is referred to a vote of the people and reversed by such vote, this resolution authorizes the county auditor to spread a levy to raise tax dollars in the above stated amount, allowing for percentage increases from inflation and new construction in subsequent years.
